This refers
dliectly to Imports of raisins from Malaga
nnd Drain.

Hcfcrring to thee statements, prominent
men In the fruit trado and experienced
puckers declare that there Is great danger
of tho Introduction ot cholera microbes in
raisins front Infected districts; that packed
fruit easily absorbs microbes and rstutns
lliciu for 11 great length of time. The New
Yoik health ofllctis are charged with gross
neglect of duly In opening tho way for tho
tcniblo dlscato Into this country.
