colored men In this city to Im-

press upon cjTtnln others of tiiolr rnco
the Itnportniico mid necessity of sub-
ordination to tlio civil authorities. Somo
of them, wo fear, nro using lliclr Intclll-genc-

mid Inllnciiee In quite- nnothcr nod
very inlchlovoiis direction, Inciting tlio
nplrlt of lawlessness nud counselling
tlic ignorant nnd misguided to their
inevitable detriment. This Is not as It
should be.

There arc two propositions which
need to be thoroughly understood nud
Ihcro will be no more trouble.

Ono Is that as a rule no good citizen,
who is attending to his own business
nnd behaving himself peaceably, Is in
danger of arrest.

Tlio other is ttiat should such n tiling
tis an unwarrantable or arbitrary arrest
occur, tlio citizen lias his remedy, not
in riot and bloodshed, but In an appeal
to the authorities for redress.

In the Minio degrco that tho preserva-
tion of the peace Is necessary to tho
public welfare, Is tho maintenance of
strict and obedient discipline essential
10 the Dlllclcncy ot tho police force.

An ofllccr who exceeds ids duty, like
nn ofllccr who falls to do his duty, is
liable to punishment.

So must the citizen who violently
disputes tlio enforcement ot tlio law
Miller tho Inexorable consciiucucos of
Ids resistance.

Tho peaco must be preserved at any
cost, nnd It will be. Tlio riotous and
turbulent elements of "Washington
fihould have sense enough to know that
ihey can mnko no successful stand
sigainst tlio Government under which
lhey live. If they do not know It tiioy
will have to bo taught.

It Is not a question of race nnd color,
lint of law and order, applicable to all
races and colors; and It is fair to as-

sume that police regulations and police
olllccrs Hint nro satisfactory to nine-tenth- s

of Hie people of tho District of
Columbia arc good enough for tho
other tenth. If not let tlio ngrieved
pin lies present their grievances to tho
proper authorities at the proper timo
nnd in Hie proper place and they will
ho heard. Otherwise, thcro Is danger
of continued conflict between those
whoso duty it is to keep good order nnd
those whoso determination it seems to
ho that good order shall not bo kept.

Tho responsibility will largely rest
upon the evil advisers who having it in
their power to check this mob spirit,
chose rather to eticourago it and there-
by involved themselves in tho sunyj
lctributiou that sooner or later Is cer-
tain to overtake all men who violate
tho laws or offend tlio peaco of their
country.

COAST, LAKH AM) mvint.
Almost equally with tho Navy will

tho subject of coast defenses for our
seaboard cities bo 'prominent beforo
tho next Congress. Tho Chief of

ns w$as other olllccrs of tho
Army, have annually for years called
the attention of Congress to tlio utterly
defenseless condition. of our coasts.

Tho committee appointed under nn
act passed by tho last Congress to look
into this matter will bo ready to report
shortly after tho meeting of Congress,
Tlio report will show the urgent neces-
sity of putting tho sea, gulf nnd lake
coasts In condition to repel tlio assaults
of n possible invader. It will ho thor-
oughly practical in Its nature and will
put tho estimates for tho work In a
ilcllnlte shape. General Newton thinks
that tho next Congress will get this
imich-necdc- d work well under way.

General Newton is also in favor of
liberal appropriations for river and
harbor Improvements. Tho Improve-
ments that have been commenced havo
U'cn greatly Injured by tho failure of
the last Congress to voto any monoy
for their continuance. Eighteen or
twenty millions of dollars should bo
npplied to this work, and tho Chief of
Engineers thinks that Congress will
voto that much if no political jobs
