As
tho prleo nvern;;el iJ'J.50 n picco, this
li'picscnts 000,000 terrapins. Flvo
liiindrcd men or nioro arc engaged dur-
ing the penson In calelilug them. They
nro found on both sides of tho bay,
f nun Its mouth tolhehead, and are

tibundnnt In tho livers and In-

lets. Tho terrapin like tlio canvas
back duck, feeds clilelly on wntor cel-
ery, nnd ns this nrtlclo srows in trrcnlor
ltiMiilnuco in Iho Chcsancnko tlnn in
nlinost nny other body ot water In tho
world, It is a faorIto place for torrn-)l-

Ashing. Bo Important Is this
branch of Industry becoming that n
number of terrapin "farms" havo been
established up nud down tho bay. Tho
demand for terrnpln ns an nillelo of
food seems lo steadily Increase. Within
tho present century they wcro sold
In tho Annapolis markets for 12 cents
apiece. Now they nro worth at retail
