Terrible Explosion in Philadelphia

This Morning.

HEARTRENDING SOENE3.

Alexander Bank, ono of the workmen, was
Instantly killed. A boy Is missing. Tho
other five men, terribly Injured, wcro re-
moved to tho Pennsylvania Hospital.

It Is supposed that thirteen men nro miss-
ing. Several were taken to tho University
Hospital on an engine of tho Pennsylvania
Railroad. An alarm of llro was struck Im-
mediately after tho explosion, and engines
soon responded and began to pour heavy
streams on the flames. A thick cloud of
black smoku from tho burning oil tanks
floated north m far as Kensington, nnd an
Immense crowd of people gathered In the
vicinity of tho lire.

It Is said that the fire caught from a man-
hole In ono of tho stills being left open
whllo the Arcs wcro lighted. Several stills
full of oil heated to red heat kept the crowd
nway, but many of tho llrcmcu carrying
long lines of hose penetrated through tho
lino of fifteen tanks and throw water upon
tho llatucs, Tho smoke was so denso
among tho stills that tho firemen there at
work had to bo relieved every few minutes
lu order to get a bicnth of fresh nlr.

Every ambulance lu the city was nt tho
pccnu of tho explosion nnd though tho
llnmcs rose higher every minute and tho
danger of other explosions Increased, bravo
llrcmcu kept searching thu red-h- debris
for wounded men. At 10;!)0 the llro wus
still burning furiously, nnd spreading so
ronldly that danger of tho explosion ot
thirty more tanks ,vas imminent. Tho loss
at this hour was over $:10,000.
