HOME-LOVING STATESMEN.

The Historie

Wow a Veolesslonnl Entartialner Makes
w Gowl Living,

Among the many noted private resl
donees in Washington; the ono mosi
lilstorie, #nys the corvespondent of the
Kansns Clty Z5mes, 18 the presant home
of Justice Stephen  J. Fiold of the Bu
prime Court, When the Unpitol was
burned by the Britlsh in August, 1514,
thete was an Immedlate prossure for
the removal of the National Capitol o
some other elty.  To prevent this the
lending oitizons: of Washington pur-
dhinsed plot and ereoted apon fv(st o
ookt of 30,0000 a bullding for the im-
mediate accommodation of Congress
It waa completed and lensed by Con
gresa December 4, 1815, at an  annoal
vent of 1,600, and here the leglslntive
seastons were held unthl the Capitol was
vebullt and  rendy for  occupation,
During the Tnte war  this bullding was
more than ever famous a8 ﬂwUI-r( ‘np-
Itol Prison. It I8 now  transformed
into three modern residences, owtied
respectively by Genernl Dunn, former
judgeadyocente-genernl of the army;
the Moo, Willinm M. Evarts, now Son-
ator and ex-Beorotary of Btate, nuid
Justice Stephien J. Field,  In the por
tion of the block now  owned by Judge
Field, Henry Clay ]Irt“-illul 15 Sponker
of the Touse during n period when
American stntesmon n'lui Amerlean or-

atory enforeed  world-wide renown,
The partienlar spot o which the
Spesker’s ehair  then  stood  may

still bo designated. Tt b at the hend of
the stalvense leading to Justice Field's
library and facing the ‘lrre:&nul'. front
halll  Dmmedintely in front of the
house Prosident Jumes Monroo was in-
nugurnted with grent brilliancy March
4, 1812, In the year 1838 one of the
rooms was occupied a8 studio by
Fauigl Persico, who executed lore in
plaster the group known s “Columbus
and the Indians,” which now stands in
muarhle on the pedestul to tho left ny
vou enter the main cnst entrance to the
Capltol. When this building was givin
up by the Government it wis converted
into n fashionnble boariling house, kopt
first by Miw. Lindenboergor and afters
ward By n Mr. Henry 1001 Tt was o3
yu‘nll\' popular with the Southern
twpresentalives. Daniel  Webster
Johin €, Calhoun and many other dlis:
tinguished Americans spont their win
ters here, und in the rooms now pecu-
pled ns n parlor Mr. Cialhoun died
Soon after the beginning of the late
waur the Government tonk possession
of this building agnin. It then became
the old Capltol prison, and entered
upon a period of itd history over which
it wonld be both wise and well, wore it
poxeible to drop the curtain of oblivion,
As the home of Justiee Field this noted
building Is aguin o8 honored as in the
old doys whien the great moen of Amor-
fea first mude it fomons and lived and
moved within its walls.  Thotwo most
attractive apartments of the present
dwelling are in the additlon erectod
few years ago,  One on the fivst floor
and to the rl"lu 8 you enter, is the
family riitiu“ -room, which opens on
one side fnto o Lllurlnhm conservatory,
leoks out from a vine.covered bay-win-
dow into private grounds and  leads
from an opposite door into the dinlng-
room and hull, Tmmedintely over this
sttting-room is the judge's library and
study—where the eminent jurist spenils
many laborious hours in [nnuululiu ir
and proparing the Jogal opinions whicli
hove won for him the admiration and
respect of the whole conntry.
