Wo rutin very success-
ful blockade for thiee years, when I
was transfcicd to the United stntos
frigate Minnesota, under Admiral t.

Wo went ot onco to China nud
opened the pott of Pckiu for trado with
nil nnlions. In 1800, when the great
rebellion came to bo nn nlmost assured
fact, wo enmo back to tho United
Slates, and in 1801 1 was transferal to
tho Tuicora, with a roving commission
over tho Atlantic nnd European waters
In search of tho lebel piivatccr Nash-
ville. Wo met tho Nashvillo oil
Southampton, England, nnd would
hnvc captured her I mil not tho English
Government sent threo line
ships to piotect her. Sho escaped then
but M10 wns nfteiwnids captuind ot
Poit licaufort. Then wo went for
tho other lcbcl privateer Sumter,
nnd nflcr nlmost threo years'
cruising wo captured hoi nt Glbr.iltir.
Her captain, Slmins, escaped and went
to EHcrpool to build tho Alabama.
Well, we watched tho building of that
boat with tho intention of captiuing
herns fho left tho hoibor, but ono
morning sho slipped past us in n fog
nud got away. Then I came back to
tho United btatcs and commenced to
get intimately acquainted with the
rebels at home. 1 was placed in n
picket-boa- t In tho Albeinorlo Sound,
nud whllo I wns thcic we scut out n
Ilttlo torpedo ono day. It went under
tho hull of tho lcbeliam Albemarle,
nnd just ten seconds Inter you couldn't
find enough of that lino little boat to
make a chicken coop of. Ono night, a
shoittimo nftcr the desliuctlon of tho
Albemarle, I wns sent to Chailcston in
command of n steam launch, Coming
back we wcro cnught In n storm nml
wciounablo to lench tho ship. When
daylight came at Inst, Fort Moul-lii- e

snw us nnd llrcd 0:1
us. We sin tendered, didn't ex
actly fco tiny other course to
pursue, you know, nnd weio taken
to Charleston. Wo had been thero o
week and had alicady been troubled
with visions of I.lbby nnd Andeisoii-ville- ,

when ono night a man named
Campbell and mysolf saw a chonco to
escape. Wo stole a boat and wcro al-

most pat tho rebel picket boat, when
wo were discovered nnd llrcd nt. Cap-ti- n

0 meant Aiuleisonvlllo, so wo de-
cided to run the chances of a swim.
Wo jumped overboard, nnd, nftcr n
swim of four miles, iciehcd our ship,
It was whllo wo weio stationed in tho
vicinity of Mori is Island that I iccclvcd
?2,-10- ns pilo money for ono night's
woik. Among our captures that night
wns tho HobcitE. Leo, with over $100,- -

000 w 01 tli of aims and ammunition on
board. Another tlmo, not long nfler,
1 did hauler woik, nud my share of tho
money only amounted to 10 cents. A
fow months later I Joined tho South
Allantlo blockading squadiou.
and had it position w ith Admiral P.ir-lagu- t.

How wo captuied Now Oilcans
nnd Mobllo you hnvo read in history.
Then I joined Admiral Potter's Ninth
Atlantic squadron, nnd was nt Port
Fisher Thcio I wns wounded in tho
leg, nml just ns I was going below I got
tho ball which I nm still cairyhig
111 omul In my aim, I had scaicely

fiom my wounds when I as-

sisted in hauling tho famous Swamp
Angel a 200 pound Pairot gun
neiossthu swamps nnd placing it on
Moiris Island, wlieio it did such tcnl-bl- o

woik in tho stoimlng of
Chnilcston."

"Then tho wnr closed, and wo went
to Philadelphia, fiom whero wo were
ordeicdto Havana to bilng back tho
gunboat StonowaH Jackson. Wo
brought her into port la the latter part
of 1803, but I did not gel Miy leavo of
nbsenco j-- I was put on n tloop of
war and shipped oil toAsplnwall.Gon-tia- l

Amoilco, to quell n riot Then w'o
ciuiscd around suvcial days among tho
West India Islands It was while wo
wcro there that tho big cailhqunkothat
changed tho whole geography of that
littlo gioun of islands occuncd. Isaw
tho United States ship of war Ticon
deiogn lifted ilglit up nnd dropped in
n sugni Held on top of 11 hill U00 feet
high. What was moro lomnrkiible,
not ono of hoe ciow was lost. Tho
Islands of St. Thomas and St. y

wcro nlmost totally destroyed,
nnd thousands of tho Inhabitants weio
diowncd. Wa weio nuchoted behind 11

high ledge of rocks, nnd weio not so
liously nll'eclcd by iho shock, On tho
snot whero one of tho mountains of St
Uni tholomy stood I afterward took
soundings, and was uuablo to find nny
bottom. In 1800 wo letuined to the
United Stntos, nnd 1 iccclvcd nn

dlschnrgo, with special thanks
of Congress."
