Olga llcrvandskl, vvas married to
Couut'lcolntis VonKlrklscllfeii hho
was ii'i years old and he vvas two ycirs
youugei'. Tlio mnrilngc was one of
Lonvcnlcuco for propel ty leasons. Nn
chlldicu were ever born to ilicm, lu
ISS'J the Countess dlseovcied her litis
band in n liaison with n girl whom hu
had established at the gatne-keopor-

lodge. The girl's accouchement led to
thcdiscovciy. Shot lly after tho child
was boin tho Countess had It stoleu
fiom the lodge and brought to her nt
the castle. Sho confessed In court
llial her Intention vvns to sliaitgloll,
but she nf lei ward decided tint sho
would pimMi her husband moro by
compelling him to announce tlio child
as her offspring and lilslogillnrtto heir
.The boy was accordingly brought up
In this belief, but lie was treated with,
gieat severity by lho Cotmles-i- In
181, when ho was 21 ycais old. ho
left home, and has since led :m clrav i

pint life In various Kmopeaii r.ipl
tnl.

In 1SS0 Ids father died, leaving n
will, which declared the sccictof thu
young man's birth, but left him all lho
Count's personal properly, amounting
to a consldcinblc fortune." Tho Conn
less hid this will, but did not destroy
It. Tho young Count succeeded to tho
title nnd estates without question, but
continued to live abroad. Ills father's
paramour was still living mid thu
Countess caused her to bu telcd ami
Impusoncd in thu castle, where sho
was tieated with such ilgor that she
became insnno and died of voluntary
still vatlon In lbSI. lteccntly tlio young
Count went homo on a busluesi visit,
and accidentally found the suppressed
will. IIu placed it In the hands of
lho public piosecutor ami returned lo
Purls taking tho inline of 31.
