In the meantime a movement (s mak-
fng for o Natlonal meeting of manu-
focturors and buginess men at Chiengo
to consider the same  gencral subject,
nnd devise plans for future notion,

1f these associntlons become giéneral,
all the manufucturers and milllowners
of the country ncting in  concert nud
obligated by bond to sustain ope an-
other, the first consequence of such a
tremendous . consolidation of power
will be to make o local steike a goneeal
lock-out. The wenpon of olfense and
defense thus becomes two-edged, To
illustrate: A manufacturing corpora-
tion nt Lowiston, Me., lhias been idle for
some time bécause of the dischmge of
a single employe. Under the con-
templated arrangement, o sivike thus
Instituted would be met by the closing
of every mill belonging to the “assocln
tion. [t might include every mill in
the New England States, and, for thut
matter, mills in many other States,
There would be an immediate cessation
of the manufacturing Industry and the
question become one of endurance at
once—with the combined corporations
on one side and the combined organiza-
tions of lubor on the other.

The manufacturers keep the details
of their scheme very earefully 1o them-
selves; but it is said on good anthority
that in Rhode 1sland the parties to the
pool agree to put up five per cent. of
the nmount of their pay-rolls asn guar-
antee fund with whicli to hold their
own through all periods of suspension.
The fund thus raised in that locality
alone is estimated at not less than
$1,000,000.

T'his brings the question to a sharp
fssue. It Is well, perhaps, that some
bold and desperate expedient should boe
adopted, for the sooner the issue is
forced the sooner will it he settled,
The consequences of such an antag-
onism would be disastrous to many
other branches of business Dbesides
those immediately interested, nnd the
statesmuanship that now  halts and
cringes in fnce of the diffieulty would
he compelled to assert [ell or fall o
the rear, giving place to a higher and
braver order of capaelty and patriotism,

If Lobor and Capital are tb be ar-
rayed in hostile camps, the one striving
to starve the other out, some remedy
will Lave to be found for so dangerous
a straln upon the prosperity and peace
of the people, or there will bo such au
uprising of the great middle clusses,
now practically independent of cither
of these contending organizations, ns
will bring them to reasonable terins.
It is the people of this country who
must rule, audthough they are slow to
assert their power, we have no fear
Dbut what they will prove equal to auy
crisls that clvcumstances may precipi-
tale.
