The Assnssinution of Abeahmm Lin
coln April 14, 18035,

Twenty-one yeurs ago today Jolin
Wilkes Booth, s haadsome young man
—Lil# fnee was ns clossion! ns that of thoe
young Auvgustus—was in the city of
Washington walking the stroets nod
calling upon friends. o was an ac
complished actor, thougly like some of
Iis ameestors, o litle cecentrle, o
wid polishod and winping where wo-
man was concerncd,  In loss than
twelve hours those who had me! him
on that day immedintely came to the
imaglnative conclusion that he had
noted nervously,  Bot this bedlliant and
hot-blooded young man was nsturally
of o nervous tompernment, He wis
nol downenst; lie was not sombre, ns is
nsual with the man who contemplates
the doing of gome dreadful deed, He
was nleely deessod, and his bright eye
wos active aml alert, e was conli
dent.  He regarded Wimself as the
head of o great und well.planned con-
splriey,  He had mfodeked tragedy:
now he was 1o really enset 1L Al
o’clock that evenlvg le sauntered Into
Fora's old theatre on Touth strest.  Onee
before during the day bad he visited that
place of amusement.
