"Cnrp" of tho Clovolanil Leader that
Blnlno Is very linppy In his Jltilno
homo. Ho Iim completed lita work
nml Ignow lusting. When Governor
Dlngloy visited him In January ho wns
looking over tho last of tho proof dhoets
ofiils last voltuno, nml at this tlmo It

wns his hahlt to rlso early, tako a light
breakfast, ntul spend tho morning and
until 2 In tho afternoon In Ills literary
labors. At 2 ho lunched with tho
family, then took somo exercise, nnd
spent tho remainder of tho day In social
enjoyment. "HIalno's Ufa at his homo
now,'' says Governor Dlngloy, "Is a
strictly privato one. Whether ho will
ho a candidate for the I'icsldciicy In
1888 I cannot say. I know that ho Is
not a eandldato In tho woiklng senso

Ho Is running no literary
mircau, nor is no nsuing ins menus to
do nnythtng for him In this lino. In
enso ho should ho a candidate, ho
would naturally havo tho support of
Maine. I consider him a strong possi-
bility to day, but It Is Imposslblo to tell
what will bo tho political atmosphere.
In 1888."

A committee of Congressman had
to ho sent West with tho remains.

isted for years In this matter of Con-
gressional funerals. It is n dcllcato
subject to handle but It Is one, it scorns
to nic, of which tho pcoplo should
know. When a Congressman dlos at
Washington ho is hurled in the richest
stylo. Tho.jiftll-bcarer- s and other dig-
nitaries connected with tho ceremonies
must each wear silk scarfs which cost
$0 nnd moro apiece, and though a
do7cn funerals should occur during tho
samo session, vou will never hear of
tho samo scnrl being used moro than
once. Thoy must havo $2.G0 gloves,
nnd tho undertaker's bill seldom runs
nt less than $500. Tho casket In which
tho dead Congressman's corpse reposes
is im expense to the Government of at
least $100, and sometimes moro. So
that thcro aro fow funerals of Con-
gressmen '(kick cost Unclo Sam less
than ? ,i0, while many mn up high
tow' , such bills as that of benatorv xr.

In somo remarks upon tho California
Congressional delegation, O, E. K. of

Is a little singular. Tho compiler
of tho directory went to him for tho
points of his life. "I can glvo it to
jou very quick," replied Loutltt.
"Born in a stable; brought up in a
blacksmith shop; educated in the com-
mon schools." Tho compiler looked
nt him In amazement. Loutltt quietly
remarked: "That Is tho sia of it.
Tho compiler got tho features of lita
election to Congress and pub-
lished them as given above, but
would not put in what tho
Congressman related of his former llfo.
Mr. Loutltt explains by saying that ho
was born In a house In Now Orleans
that had been formerly a stable, and
that ho served his apprenticeship at tho
hammer and anvil. Ho got n fair
"English" education at tho common
schools, nnd studied law. Ho has a
largo practice in nnd nbout Stockton.
He has a partner and three clerks. He
is of medium stature, but powerfully
built. Tho muscles of his arms stand
out In great cords, and aro as firm as a
club. lie sits in his room with his coat
off tho coldest days. IIo says ho has
never been cold slncu ho camo to Wash-
ington. Ills complexion is ruddy, and
n cordial smllo plays on his frank face.
Ho wears a heavy brown mustache, and
smokes incessantly. IIo gained n Dem-
ocratic voto In a peculiar way during
his raco for Congress. Thero was a Dem-
ocratic blacksmith in tho upper part of
tho district who hnccrcd at tho idea
of tho lawyer candidate for Congress
having "served at tho trade." Ho
thought It was a political trick. Wheu
Loutltt got to the blacksmith's town

' ho walked down to tho shop and with-
out saying who ho was, pulled off his
coat, lolled up his sleeves and went to
work with tho big Jhnmmcr. Tho
blacksmith had heard the candidate
was coming, but stood back nnd
watched thu pcrformanco lu astonish-
ment. After Loutltt had gotten In
somo of his "best licks," tho black-
smith walked over and felt of his pow-
erful arm. Fully satlsllcd, ho walked
back to tho forgo, saying: "It's all
right; that gets my vote."
