Tho Sixty-fourt- h Annlvorsnry of Ills
lllrtli Colelirntod.

Tlio services to commcinornto tlio
sixly-fourt- h anniversary of General
Grant's birthday, whlcii wore held nt
tlio Metropolitan Church lust evening,
were largely attended. Tho meeting
was under tlio auspices of tlio Grnttt
Memorial University of Athens, Twin.
Chief-Justic- e Wnlto presided. Tho
services were opened with yrnvcr by
Bishop Andrews. Senator Drown of
Georgia sketched tlio life of General
Grant, mid said Unit tils military record
was tho most remarkable known to his-

tory. Ho said Hint tho tlmo would
como when Amcilcnns would delight
to honor as tho great military chieftains of
American history tho Confederate, llobcrt
K. Lee, and tho great Union hero, Ulysses
S. Grant, to whom Leo surrendered his
sword. Senator Sherman's toxt was,
"Grunt and tho New South." IIo said tlio
new South was moro n matter of
hopo and expectation than of realiza-
tion. Tlio old South was an oli-

garchy. That tho new South should in-

herit somewhat of tho projudlcos
and habits of tho old was to bo cxpectod.
Parties should lo based upon others than
questions between tho North and South.
There never was n tlmo when tho masses ot
tho people felt less party spirit than now.
Therotuust bo recognized In overy part of
tlio tountry equality as between man and
mini. 'Die South must work its own salva-
tion: tho North could no mora rule It than
F.ngland can rulo Ireland. What tho South
most needs to-d- Is education. Tho man-
date of tho nation had freed tho slaves, and
It was tho nation's duty to help oducato
them,

Senator Hvarts also spoke- of tho need of
education In tho South and said that It was
ono of General Grant's greatest desires,
l'rcsldcnt Snenco of tho university under
whoso auspices tho meeting was held ex-
plained tho objects and needs of that Insti-
tution. IIo also announced contilbutlons
to tho amount of $0,100. llcprcsentatlvo
Long of Massachusetts spoko of "Grant as
a Cltlrcn," und was followed by Dr. J. I.
Newman, who related several p'athctlc inci-
dents of tlio General's last days. Ho read
tho following telegram huhad received before
beginning his address Irom Colonel Fred.
Grunt:

"Our circle Is smaller than It was n year
ago, but thoso who remain appreciate tho
remembrance of tho departed ono by his
friends In Washington."

PROCEEDINGS OF THE HOUSE.

Tho Scnato opened with n
personal explanation by Mr. Call, o

of n publication In Florida re-

flecting upon his Integrity, in which it
wns charged that before leaving Florida
ho had no money, but that ho was now
building a flno rcsldcnco In Washing-
ton, Tho Senator denounced tho article
as nn absolttto falsehood and " foul
dander," and said that ho was not
building n rcsldcnco lu tho Capital
City.

Jlr. Logan reported favorably
tho bill to Increase tho ctllclcncy of tho
army In the amended form In which
ho recently Introduced It.

Mr. morgan moved to tako up the
Chlncso Indemnity bill, but yielded to
Mr. Mitchell of Oregon to speak on tho
memorial of tho conference of tbo Now
ioru jji. .L. Church, praying pro-
tection for Chlncso in tho United
States.

Tho Postolllco Appropriation bill
was laid before the Scnato and tempo-
rarily laid aside for Jlr. Mitchell to
make his Chinese speech.

In tbo courso ot his speech, which
was vigorously Mr.
Mitchell asked that a memorial of tho
California Legislature bo Inserted in
tho llccord, to which Senators Ingnlls
and Edmunds both strenuously ob-
jected. Nothing should bo printed
but what was read and known to be
decent matter for publication.

A resolution was subsequently
adopted calling upon tho President for
all information and correspondence In
his possession on tho subject of tho re-

ception of the new Chinese embassy at
San Francisco.

At 2 o'clock the Intcr-Slat- o Com-
merce bill was taken up and Informally
laid asldo for the Postolllco Appropria-
tion bill.

TIlO IIOllHC.
There appears to bo a general belief

lu tho House that If consideration of
bill, extending to seventy years tho
timo within which tho Pacific railroads
may liquidate their indebtedness to tho
Government, can bo had, It will bo
passed.

a good house-builde- "Somo low of
my father's houses that avo yet stand-
ing," said he, "I have admired much
more than any sermon of his that I've
read." Jlr. Townsend moved to
Georgetown. Del., in response to a call
from the Jlethodlst Church of that
placo, and hero on January UO, 1811,
George Alfred was born. Ills first
schooling was at Washington College,
Chester County, JUL, afterward ueia-war- e

Collego at Newark, Del. When
obout 14 years old his parents moved
to Philadelphia, where thoy both died.
Ho then went to tho Philadelphia High
School for four years, during which
tlmo his tasto for literary pursuits be-

gan lo develop, and ho published a llt-

tlo paper called tho School Journal.
His first effort to get Into print outsldo
of tho school paper was u poem, entitled
"Progress of Education," published
in 1850. He was then 15 years of age.
Tho ltcpublican party came into

about this tlmo and political
topics engaged his attention. Ills first
active newspaper work was ou tho
Philadelphia Inquirer and as u cor-

respondent of the Now York VirnW.
From 18C0 till 18(52 ho was city editor
of Forney's Press, He began to o

In political corrcspoudcnco iu
1807 with four newspapers, tho Cin-

cinnati Commercial. Cleveland Lender,
Chicago Tribune and St. Louis

Democrat. Up to this timo he
did all of his own writing, but ho
soon found tills not only breaking
down his physical energies, but after
sitting at his desk all day he would bo
drained of subjects. Therefore, in
order to glvo himself timo to get out
and circulato among public men and
ronlonlsh his wasted stock ot material
ho employed a stenographer, All of
his newspaper work Is now dictated.
This, nt present, consists of ono dally
letter lo tho Cincinnati Enquirer ot
about 5,000 words, and two letters a
week of about tho samo length for
other papers, and an occaslouiil inaga-zin- o

urtiolo. Ills week's work will
avcrago about C0,000 words, or about
thirty or forty eolumes ot closely
printed matter. Jlr. Townsend itovcr
receives a salary from any nowspaper,
but Is paid by tho letter.

His literary work Is of a varied
character. Ho has published a do.en
books, mostly novels, which havo been
well received by the public. For two
vears ho wroto almost as much for tho
English press as for our own, IIo was
n contributor to tho Cornhill Magazine
when Thackeray wits editor, llo also
contributed a series of twclvo article
on the American war to Chambers'
Journal.

In 1871 Jlr. Townsend, In order to
famlliarizo liimsolf with commercial
life, removed to New York, where he
has sinco resided In winter, seeking tlio
recuperative air of his South Mountain
home lu summer.

OUR PUBLIC BUILDINGS

A Plan Proposed to Improvo Their

Architectural Merits,

MR, HEWITT'S MEASURE.

CoiiiputltlniitlinrrliiclplQ Upon Which
It 1ft ItllHCll.

SOME DIFFERING OPINIONS.

Considerable interest is manifested
among tbo architects throughout the
country over a prospective change In
tho olllcc und duties of the Supervising
Architect ot tho Treasury. For a
number ot years tlio architectural
guild has been agitating Hie question
of the propriety nnd feasibility of al-

lowing ono man tho power of selecting
nud designing all plans for the erection
ot our public buildings. Several bills
have been Introduced in Congress re-

lating to a chnngo lu this matter, thu
principal ono being the "Stoekslagcr
bill." Various expedients and changes
havo been suggested, nil tending to lay
open to competition among tho archi-
tects throughout the country the
preparation of plans for public build-
ings.

Iu nil tho countries of Kuropc tho
competitive system has been nuopted
In pieparlng plans for Government
buildings, thus not only stimulating
efforts towards perfection In Govern-
ment architecture, but securing a va-

riety In tho designs of the buildings,
which could not bo secured where tlio
work Is dono by a bureau of designers,
where there is necessarily moro or less
uniformity of style. Thus Is it argued
by the architects of America, and their
elforls have bceu unceasing to bring
about tbo change. A result of their
efforts was the Introduction of a bill lu
Congress on Jlnrch 1, by Jlr. Hewitt,
providing for the necessary changes.
The feature of the bill is the provision
that all plans for public buildings,
costing over $30,000, shall be obtained
by competition among tho architects
throughout tho country, tho best plan
presented being accepted and the ar-

chitect paid live per cent, of the esti
mated cost ol tho building.

The bill further provides that the
Supervising Architect of tho Treasury
Department shall be known and desig-
nated as tho Commissioner of Archi-
tecture, and bis bureau bo established
ns tho Bureau of Architecture lu the
Treasury Department, and that tho
Secretary of tho Treasury, tho Postmas-

ter-General, tho Attornoy-Gouerni- ,

the Chief Engineer of tho Army and
tho Commissioner of Architecture
shall constitute a board which shall be
known ns tho Hoard of Public Build-
ings. Tho Secretary of tho Treasury
shall bo president of tho board nud the
Commissioner of Architecture tho sec-
retary. Tho board shall judgo of tho
merits of tho plans presented aud make
tlio selection, i no out niso increases
tho salary of tho Supervising Architect
to ?4,000 and gives him a corps of able
and well-pai- assistants lo superintend
tho construction of tho buildings, thus
making tho olllco of the Supervising
Architect merely a bureau ot superlu-tendenc-

except In cases of buildings,
to bo erected costing under $00,000.
Iu tbo opinion of most architects, while
the bill Is In tho mnln a good ono, it
has somo weak points, which will no
doubt bo corrected.

In an interview with Jt, 13. Bell,
the present supervising architect of
the Treasury, a Ciiitio reporter had
the weak points shown hlm. Said Jlr.
Bell: "Personally I appreciate fully
tho efforts of the architects of the
country to assist in the preparations of
the designs for all Government build-
ings, and am In favor of reaching, as
speedily as possible, a system which
will give to tbo Government thu full
benefit of tho talent that exists, and
shall glvo my heartiest to
any person or persons who approach
this question iu good faith with an
honest purposo to solve the problem In
trie direction ot tne mguest puuuc

But competition Is too often a
cloak to cover up tho selfish aud un-
scrupulous designs of men, and for this
reason it should bo shielded by such
wise and judicious provisions as will
glvo to the most meritorious their true
reward. to uiscrimtnato in favor of
such as aro clearly entitled to the namo
of architect Is but justlco to tho profes-
sion of architecture, and tho Govern-
ment ns well, und upon this careful
discrimination, rests tbo entire question
as to whether competition can bo suc-
cessfully and economically employed.
In the planning of Government build-
ings.

"In tho Hewitt bill tho provision for
tho Board of Supervisors Is not a good
one. There it says that tbo board shall
consist of tho Secretary of tho Treas-
ury, tho Attorney-General- , tho Postmas-

ter-General, tho Chief Englneor of
tbo Army nnd tho Supervising Archi-
tect. Now 1 would liko to know what
the Attorney-Genera- l and tho Postmaster-Ge-

neral know about the details of
architecture that would warrant their
passing on a plan of a large public
building, Involving details of mechani-
cal mlnulliu that It requires a skilled
architect to understand, And besides
that what tlmo havo these olllcers from
their regular duties, which aro even
now taxing In tho extreme, to devote
to another departmetit, requiring
equally as much of their tlmo? No,
such n board could not pet form tho
duties Imposed upon It."

"Jly Idea Is to eoustltulo a board of
thrco experienced men: ono a sanitary,
heating and ventilating engineer, one a
master-builde- r and ono an architect of
high standing, tho said board to be
regularly employed for four years ou a
sulllclcnt salary and have tho full
nullioilty and coutiol over all appoint-
ments iu tills depnituicut, nud select
the plans, Such a board would bo
competent to decide as lo tho merits ot
showy-lookin- but possibly worthless,
plans which the other board might
not."

Tiik Citmo reporter then Inter-
viewed Architect Snilthmoycr, who
designed tho now Congressional Li-

brary building. Jlr, Smlthmeyer said:
"Of courso 1 am lu perfeet accord with
tho movement to establish tho com-
petitive system. It should hrtvo been
done long ago, and wo would today
have a mucn moro aitraciivo lot oi puu,
Uo buildings than those which in many
places disgrace tho grouud they staud
ou, Tlio best architectural talent of
tho country cannot bo employed at tho
salaries now paid, for tho architects
can maku moro outsldo, aud therefore
tho present mibllo buildings aro by no

I means examples of the best architec

ture of this country. I cannot under-stun- d

why this change has not been
mndo years ago. livery civilized
country of Europo has adopted the
competitive system, and thu conic-quenc- o

Is they havo the best talent dis-
played tu the construction of their pub-
lic buildings."

"Is there any forco In the argument
Hint the best talent will not come Into
competition for fear of cheap and
shoddy nrehllcctsV"

"Not u bit ot logic in Hint argument,
tbo object In having a selecting board
of competency is to bar out tho plans
of shoddy architects, I believe Hint
the finest talent of the country will bo
developed lu tho construction of our
public biddings."
