Interest Into Ilenl Estate,
"Havo tho labor troubles In this city

affected real estate?" asked a OntTio
reporter of a prominent real estate
dealer "Well, no; I can seo no ,

material chango In tho market, as thoso
.pcoplo wiio would buy to build, while
thoy will bo deterred from building,
will buy for speculation."

"What effect will tho eight-hou- r sys-
tem have upon rents?"

"I think that people aro Inclined
to cxaggcrnto tho effects of this troubla
In rnlsing rents. In my opinion there
will bo no noticeable advanco In rents
that can bo traced to this trouble, Rents
aro advancing hero all tho time, but I
think that this trouble Is not calculated
to nccclcrato tho advanco."

"Is real cstato In nny particular
section of the city on a boom now?"

"There aro llttlo booms all over tho
city. Ono section, say tho southeast-
ern, will como to tho front with thrco
or four good sales, and then specula-
tors will rush down and buy up a lot
of laud; then another section will havo
a big sale and property in that neigh-
borhood will advance. Hut thoro Is
one peculiarity about prices of real
cstato hero, and this is, thoro seems to
be no ilccrcaso in prices in any partic-
ular section. Everywhcro lu tho city
land Is Increasing in value.

"Tho labor troubles all over tho
country, tho strikes and riots, and un-
settled condition of mercantile, bank-
ing and manufacturing Interests, all
tend to induces peoplo to invest their
money in lands, city and country. In
the next two years I bellcvo that tho
prices of farms and city real cstato will
advance, and that there will bo more
activity than In any past flvo years."

To bear out tho above, opinion tho deals
In rial cstato this week show no decrease
at all, thcro being qulto a number of heavy
transactions, iiio small eaieso',uuu auu
under will averago $50,000 a day for tho
three duys of this week, and In addition to
that there havo been a plentiful number of
sales that run up Into thu thousauds. Prob-
ably the largest ealo of tho week was that
of tho property known as tho Harris House,
next to tho National Theatre. It was bought
at auction by Mr. A. D. Barbour for $09,100,
being about iO.Ho a square foot or not qulto
$l,C0O front foot. As yet it Is not known
what will bo dono with tho property, hut
for tho present tho hotel will ho continued.

Oho of tho most familiar figures In Wash-
ington passed away at 10 o'clock this morn-
ing, when General Gabriel Ii. Paul, U, S.
Army, whoso Bight was destroyed by a rlllo
bullet at Gettysburg, died at that hour,
aged 73 years. Ho was born In St. Louis,
whero bis father, who had boon a major of
engineers under Napoleon, settled on re-
moving to this country on tlio ovorthrow
ot bis great loador, llo cntcrod at West
Point In 1829, and graduated lu 1831, sorved
through tho Florida war of 18119, tho Seml-nol- o

war ot 163J-- and tho Moxlcau war,
until at tho outbreak of tho Rebellion ho
was captain lu tho Sovcnth Infantry with
tho brevet of major worn at Chcpultcpcc
for gallantry. After somo service In Mow
Mexico ho was made a brlgadler-geucra-l
of volunteers lu tho fall of 1S03, and whllo
commanding a division at Gettysburg re-
ceived tho shot that ended his service lu tho
field: In lcG5 ho was placed on tho retired
list, being then colonol Fourteenth Infan-
try, but lu 1670 Congress, by a special act,
made him a brigadier-genera- retired, with
tho full pay and allowonco of that grade.
Slnco that tlmo ho has resided continuously
In this city, whero his family havo always
been great favorites In society. Ho leaves
a widow, a sou, Colonel Augustus Clioteau
Paul, formeily U, S. Army, mid four
daughters, only ono of tho hitter not mar-
ried, Miss Gcnevlovo Paul. Ot tho married
daughters thu eldest Is Mrs, James Duff of
Loudon, Kuglaud; another Is Mrs. Charles
II. Stevens, wlfo ot Captain Slovens, U. 8.
Army, who has a son, Lieutenant Stevens,
In tho Ninth Cavalry, and tho third Is Mrs.
Robert A, Marmlon, wlfo of Surgeon Mar-mlo-

U. 8, Navy, to whom sho wes mar-
ried only a few months ago. Last Monday
General Paul went out during tho morning
for a long walk, as usual, accompanied by
Ills faithful valet, and returned In high
spirits. After a hearty lunch with the
family ho eat for nwlillo In conversation
with Mrs, Paul, when ho was suddenly
taken with u spasm and paralysis followed.
Surgeon O'ltellly, U, 8. A,, and other able
physicians wcro called, but ho novcr re-
gained consciousness. In accordauco with
u frequently expressed request of tho dead
hrro, his Interment will tako placo at
Arlington, among tho men with whom ho
served, and tho funeral will probably bo
with honors duo his rank,

Commissioners' action in annulling n
largo number of wholusalo liquor
licenses camo on for a decision In tho
l'ollco Court . Sovcral months
ngo tho Commissioners determined to
Incrcnsc tho license revenues from tho
liquor tralllo by compelling every ono
who docs a barroom business to tako
out n barroom license. This was to
bo accomplished by compelling tho
"stovepipe" houses to tako out a bar-
room or $100 license instead of n $25
or wholcsalo llcenso. Sovcral hundred
of these wholcsalo licenses wcro Issued,
and tho dcolers wcro required to sign
on agreement not to nllow any liquor
that they sold to bo drank on their
premises. These agreements wcro vio-
lated, and tho Commissioners annulled
a largo number of such licenses and
charged tho owners with keeping un-
licensed bars.

Tho defendants mado a strong fight
nnd employed Mr. John E. Norris ami
Mr. John A. Clarke to represent thorn,

A test caso wns tried several days
ago, In which Christian Malsnk of
Fifth street nnd Massachusetts avenue
was .tho defendant.

Scenes After tho Dynamite Ex-

plosions.

ANOTHER OUTBREAK.

TlioMllltlu I'ho 1 pon Moll In
To-dii-

SEVEItAIi PERSONS KILLED.

Cmc.uio, Jlay 5. Thcro was moro
bloodshed In thu city last night, re-

minding tho pollco and citizens gen-

erally somewhat of tho stirring times
of 1877. Tlio Socialists hold a meeting
nt tho old llnymarkct on Hnndolph
street. Tho space thero will accommo-
date about 20,000 pcoplo. Tho square
Is near tho McCormick and other
works. Tho Immcdlatu neighborhood
Is a quarter densely populated by Poles,
lloheinlans nnd other foreigners. It Is

it hot-be- d of Socialism. At 8 o'clock
thcro wero about 1,500 pcoplo assem-
bled In the square. Thoy listened for
somo time without evincing nny enthu-
siasm to Incendiary harrangiies by So-

cialist leaders. About half n block
away there wero four patrol wngons,
nnd In them wcro n dotail of about 125
police. The sneakers became so vio-
lent In their laugtlago nnd ndvlcu to
their nudlcnco Unit tho pollco ap-
proached and ordered tho crowd to
disperse. Tho order was not heeded.
It was repeated. A Socialist In a loud
volco advised tho killing of the pollco.
Dymimlto bombs wero thrown Into tho
ranks ol the pollco, who had dis-
mounted from tho wagons and formed
In double rank. The bombs exploded
nnd live olllcers fell.

The echoes from tho explosion had
not died away beforo tho crack of re-

volvers was heard. Tlio pollco wero
firing upon tho mob. That many of
tho latter wcro armed was shown by
tho prompt return of tho lire. Thoy
poured volley after volloy Into tho
midst ot tlio olllcers. Two olllcers wero
not Idle, but fired repentodly upou tho
mob. They nt last dispersed tho mad
crowd and cleared tho market placo.
Jinny of tho mob fell under tho llro of
the olllcers. Somo of them wero car-
ried away by their fellow rioters, but
others wero picked up nftcr tho skir-
mish nnd carried into drug stores, hos-
pitals nnd station-houses- .

Patrol and ambulance wagons went
around picking up tho dead and
wounded, it is thought that about
twelve socialists wcro hilled and about
forty wounded, but becnuso of their
tactics In carrying nway ns many as
possible of thoso who fell It Is Impos-
sible to say exactly.

About twenty-thre- policemen wcro
Injured, slsof whom, It Is reported, aro
dead. Tlio city In the vicinity of tho
fight wns, for tbo balance of tho night,
practically under martial law. Pcoplo
as a rule, kept to their houses. Jlen
who were met In the streets by pollco-me- n

wcro ordered to hold up their
hands. They wcro then searched to as
certain If they carried arms.

AKOTIIEII OUTBIIEAK.

At 11:30 o'clock tho largo crowds
which had lingered in tho neighbor-
hood of tho riot gathered In au Im-

mense throng nt the comer of Dos
Plaincs and Madison streets. Fully 1100

men stood packed on thu crossings,
impeding tho progress of cars and
vehicles and threatening every mo-
ment to mnke a disturbance. Several
policemen ordered tho crowd to dis-
perse, but were greeted with a stubborn
refusal. Word was sent to tho station
for help, raid a company of police was
detailed to clenr the streets. Tho olll-
cers marched in double file nt n
quick step until tlio head of the column
reached them, when they quickly de-
ployed into lino nnd charged them. Tho
pollco yelled several times, at the samo
time firing their pistols Into the air.

Tho crowd broke, nnd the people
ran like Sheep In tho diverging streets.
Tho police turned nnd cleared tho
crossing, liberally using their clubs on
tlio heads of thoso who fulled to move
fnbt enough. A half-doze- n men who
fell uuder tho blows or rof used to movo
wcro arrested. Tho pollco then formed
again and marched back to tho station,
routing overy loiterer, nnd leaving tho
streets behind deserted and quiet.

BY THE BEDSIDE OF THE DYl.N'il.

The result of last night's terrlblo
with tho Annrchlsts will

not bo known for hours. Policeman
Joe, Pcgnn nnd an unknown Bohemian
are dead. Policemen Sheclinu, llarrett,
lteddnn, Heller and Jlilloraro mangled
and dying. Thirty-fiv- e other pollco-me-

nru wounded, moro or less soveroly,
and nobody knows how innnv clti.ens
aud rioters aro wounded. Tho scene
in tho Pes Plalnes-Strce- t Station nt 1

o'clock this morning was heartrending.
Tho wives of many of tho wounded of-
ficers who had been summoned from
homes besieged tlio doors ot tho ass-

embly-room nnd begged ndmltlaucc.
Their pitiful requests could not ho
grunted.

Surgeons bent over tho bleeding
forms, probing nnd cutting Into tho
terrlblo wounds made by shell aud
bullet. Olllcer lteddnn of tho Central
detail, whoso legs wero shattered and
whoso fnco was destroyed, kissed tho
hand of the priest who was administer-
ing tho last sacrament to him. Another
nlllcor, whose body was cut nnd plurced,
begged tho attcudniils to kill him in
older lo bo out of misery. L'n stairs,
In the Bleeping rooms, twenty olllcers
lay crying nnd groaning in agony. Xo
less than seven pilosis wero at the
station, prepared lo administer thu lust
riles to the woumlud olllcers.

ANOTUElt ItKlTOCSJlI'.UOXHTItATtOX.

There was another riotous demon-
stration this morning about I) o'clock
near Kiglitecnlh street and Centre ave-

nue, whero u crowd of 11,000 men,
women and children had congregated.

fuiy, as ltosenfeld was charged with
being a "police spy." A squid of

from ilio Illnmau Street Station
wns shortly on hand, removed ltoou-fol-

and his family to a place of safety
and put n guard over his store.

Great crowds also assembled noar
Dos Philncs and ltandolph streets, tho
sfuio of lust night's conflict, many of
them apparently lu quest of relics of
tho riot. A number of fragments of
tlio fatal bomb woro found. Tho
largcbt pleco was an Iron nut about
two Inches square nml weighing about
four ounces. A great many small
pieces of scrap Iron wero found, show-
ing that tho bomb lmd been tilled with

slugs nnd loose bits of Iron which had
gone In every direction.

A WOMAN'S FATAL M.OW

How Robert Michel Came to His

Death.

TUB OOnONBU'S INQUEST.

Mr. rmiliilln Hold for tlin Action of
tlio Urn nit Jury.

An Inquest wns hold over tlio body
of Hubert Michel this morning by Dr.
llnrllgnn, who noted as coroner In tho
nbsenco of Dr. Patterson.. Tho reason
for nn Inquest being hold wns tho re-
fusal of tho health olllcers to grant a
burial permit upon the certification by
Drs. Ilngncr and Dovllllcr that thu
death was caused by erysipelas possi-
bly following n wound. A Jury wns
Iinpnnnelcd, consisting of Daniel Shaua-lin- n,

Oscar Dakcr, Fralerlek Schneider,
II. Y. Tucker, 15. S. Wheeler and
Samuel Freeman.

Dr. S. V. Dovllllcrs testified that
about it week ago ho was called to seo
tho deceased. "I found him In
bed, "continued tho doctor, "with In-

flamed fnco from erysipelas. I To had
becu Blck for two or thrco days pre-
viously. He was not complaining ot
pain nt that tlmo and his fever was not
veiy high. Thodlse.iso progressed aud
he glow steadily worse with higher
fever. Saturday evening I found It
ndvlsable to call, In council, Dr. Ilng-
ncr."

lie obtained no direct Information of
nny assault from his patient. Tho
first ho learned of It was from M.
Gencstu. The nose and forehead of
tho deceased was nbraldcd. It might
have resulted from erysipelas or a blow.
Michel died on Sunday night betwecu
10 and 11. .

Dr. llagner testified Hint ho was
called about 5 o'clock on Saturday
evening to meet Dr. Dnvllllori. Tho
deceased's face presented tho usual
symptoms of erysipelas In tho seventh
uny oi niiacu.

"During the consultation Sunday
morning, ho continued, "wo wcro in-

formed Hint ho had received an Injury,
a blow over tho noso nnd head. Wc
Immediately went back up stairs to

him to seo If wo could find
evidences of n blow, but could find
nothing to lead mo to suppose that ho
had received a blow on tho noso. On
tho left side of tho head tho skin wns
daiker, but 1 could not positively say
that this condition was brought about
by n blow.

Leon Gcncsto, n bright young
Frenchman, wns sworn lii,and said:

"Last Friday a week ago I went up
to tho room of tlio deceased j ho was
washing an abrasion on his nose. On
my looking nl It he volunteered tho
Information that ho had gotten up In
thu night und had knocked his noso
against tho door. On Sunday he dined
with us nnd took a walk with
my father. Monday morning his
wlfo told mo ho was sick In bed. I
called lo see him, and ho complained
of violent pains lu tho head. On Tues-
day morning ho still complained of
pains In his head. On this morning 1
noticed a redness on his noso and head,
which nppeared to mo lo bo erysipelas.
As 1 thought the caso looked serious I
went for Dr. Dovllllcr about 12 o'clock.
Tuesday or Wednesday night ho e

delirious, nnd his wlfo had trou-
ble In keeping him In tho room.

"Thursday mottling he seemed to bo
rational nnd said ho felt as though his
head had been pounded with hammers.
When I examined his face then I
noticed for the first tlmo a bruise on
tho right Blue of his head near the
hair."

"What was tho first Intimation you
had of any row that the deceased Uud
been engaged In?" v

"Fioni my fnthcr on Saturday. IIo
told mo that tho deceased had told him
that one Lapagc had como fot him to
go to M. Taulello'H houso and make an
explanation about wino, nnd that whllo
thero he had got Into a fusi with M.
Taulellc, and that Mrs. TuuleUo had
nicked up come Instrumcnland knocked
lilin on thu head and noso, and that La- -

page was sitting down aud looking on,
inn did not Interfere. That's all I
know."

Leon Gcncsle, tho father of tho pre-
ceding witness, wns then sworn, and
snld lu broken English words to tho
effect Hint tho deceased Michel had
told him that he (Michel) had become
engaged in u quarrel with Taulcllo,
and upon Taulcllo calling him a liar
twice, Htruck him with his fist. Then
Mine. Taulellc struck Michel on tho
noso with a brush and then on tho
head with n club.

After tho lastlmony of Mrs.
Michel, Mrs. Tnubello aud Mrs.
Mario lloberder, tho jury decided
that Hobcrt Michel's death
was duo to erysipelas resulting from a
blow delivered by Mrs. Laulello with-
out malicious Intent.

Mrs. Taulcllo was reloasod on her own
rerognlzanco to await tbo action of tho Dis-

trict Attorney and tho grand Jury.
