It Is nlso responsible, In great incisure,
for thu tramp, but Anarchy Is an Im-

ported Institution, born In an atmos-
phere of despotism nnd repicseutlug
crude Ideas of liberty nnd property,
ns much nt war with thu liite-ri'sl- of
Jlr, l'owdcrly us with those of Jay
UotilJ.

The Anarchists who have initio
themselves must conspicuous ivid given
the most trouble In this country, did
not Imbibe their peculiar ideas of gov-

ernment and social order from n study
of American institutions nor from a
hatred of American autocracies. Tlielr
Ideas, like themselves, aro exotics.
Neither arc they, as a rule, the class
of workingmen, such of them ns do
work, with whom tho Knights of
Labor have closo, sympathetic rcli-tlon- s.

The Knights contend for certain
great principles In tho namo and under
the protection of law; tho Anarchists
would overturn all law, If necessary,
In order to appropriate and absorb tho
fruit of other men's toll. To tho true
Knight of Labor, tho monopolist Is ho
who misuses tho power of consolidated
wealth to tho oppression and degrada-
tion of tho poor. To the Anarchist,
every man who owns property nbovc
Ills Immediate, wants, no matter how
honestly earned, is a monopolist who
should bo compelled to make partition
of his accumulations with those who
own nothing.

Communism is capable of some reg-

ulation by law, but anarchism is com-

munistic and lawless both. It is not
American, Mr. l'owtlcily, It is not tho
offspring of Ameilean monopoly. Tho
"Vnnderbllts and Astors and Goulds nre
no more responsible for Its existence or
outcropplngs than tiny nio for tho
Cirbounrl of Italy, thu Nihilists of
lluis'.a or the Jlornioiilsm of Utah.
