of tlio Supremo Court of California
October 13, 1807, ntul serving noarly
two years vvns promoted to tlio Clilef
Justiceship of Hint State, llo tlltol
this position for thruo niid a half yenrs,
when without solicitation lio win ap-
pointed by President Lincoln In tliu
pprhiK of 180U in Associate Justice of
tlio Hupreuiu Court of tliu United
States, and Is ranked only In length of
scrvico by Justice "JIHIer, who
wna nppolntcd in 18(12. llunco ho
lia3 served on thu bench of
tho United States Suproinu
Court twcnly.threo years and bU
months. He said In Colonel Ayrc3 of
tlio Kansas City Times tho other diy
that ho was wholly out of politics, his
solo dcslro being to see good men ap-
pointed to public station, tho republic
llirlvo and prosper and the penplo mado
happy and coutented. Ills recent
foro en experiences Impress him more
than over with the greatness and superi-
ority of America and her flee Institu-
tions. It is his Intention to remain on
tho Supremo llcncli n year and a half
longci, so that when be shall complete
n service oi twenty-liv- yenrs ns a mem-
ber of that august tribunal he con then
ictlro with tho Judicial labors of a
quarter of a conturv as u national law
giver to his credit.

Justice Field was also seen by a cor-
respondent of the Now York Sun a day
or two ago, to whom he said In tho
course of n general conversation: "It
was tbo custom In older times for tho
President, beginning with George
Washington, to visit tho Capitol In
State nt the opening of tho sessions of

., Congress, nnd there to deliver person-
ally to the two Houses his nnntnl mes-

in lltciaturo?" "Yes, sir; they read
moro than tbey do now. You see, wo
were founding n now nation. Tho In-

tellectual prluo of our pcoplo was stimu-
lated. Every man was nt his best. Wo
felt Hint, under the now order of Ihlnus,
w o had to depend upon our own writers
for our literature."
