Several specimens hare been sent to the
Smithsonian. From Piofessor F. W.Clark,
eblet chemist, Geological Survey, a Citrrio
reporter learned this morning that lu El-

liott County, Ky., there I n trap djku
which has been thrown up through rocks ot
the carboniferous perioil. That dvku has
been thoroughly Investigated by Mr J. S.
Dlller ot tho U. S. Geological Survoy, aud
full analysis of the rock aud Itj associated
minerals wero mado In tho laboratory by
Dr. T. M. Cliatard. Tlio rock Is of the
kind known as perldotlte.

Last summer, at the meeting of tho British
Association for the Advancement ot Science,
Mr. II. Carvill Lewis of Philadelphia read
a paper upon the origin of thodltmond nt
tbo Klmbcrly mines of South Africa, and be
called attention to tho fact that at Klmbcrly
peildottto rocks havo been thrown up
through tho carboniferous shales. Ho at-

tribute tho formation of tho diamond to
the action of tho molten volcanic rocks
upon tho carbon of tho shalsc, and pointed
out that the material ot tho Elliott Com-
pany's locality nnd Itsjmodo of occurrence
were closely analogous In character to the
formations nt Klmbcrly. Ho suggested that
diamonds mtyht possibly bo discovered In
Kentucky also. This ho put forward merely
as a speculation, and upon tint speculation
tho present diamond craze has been de-

veloped.
