AN EXTRA SESSION.

Why Congress Should be Convened

at an Early Date.

MR. CARLISLE'S VIEWS.

Prompt Lofflalatlon Needed to
Out Down tho Surplus.

THE SITUATION CRITIOAL-- .

CiNCiimTi, Juno 15.
Kentucky, being la tbe city to da,

was approaebed on tbo subject of an extra
session, and expressed himself with great
freedom upon this and tho question of a re-

duction of taxation, with which It Is tatl
matcly associated. He said

"As soon as the 3 per coot, bonds are all
paid money will begin to accummulato lu
the Treasury at the rate of cot less than
$10,000,000 per month, and, of course, the
business of ibo country cannot stand such a
strain for any great length of tlrao.

"Already chambers of Lommerco and
other buMnosB organizations are becoming
uneasy on accounut of tho probable conse-
quences of this threatened withdrawal of
currency from circulation, and unless some-
thing is 'done to allay apprehensions we
ma) bavo a monetary crisis or panic before
tbe time for the regular meeting of Con- -

I am sure tbe Admlulatrattoa willSrcss. It can under tho taws as they now
exUt to prevent the accumulation of large
sums of money In tbe Treasury and keep
It la circulation among tbo people, but It
may find itself unable to do so without
adopting a policy Injurious to tho Govern-
ment Itself, and In tbat evontltblnk an
extra session will be called for the purpose
of securing an early reduction of the reve-
nue "

"What can the Administration do to pre-
vent tbe accumulation la tbo Treasury?"

"lo tbe first place the Secretary of the
Treasury baa authority to use tho surplus
revenue In tbo purchase of unmatured
bonds, but tbls could not be done without
paying a high premium upon them, and
would not be at all advisable, la my opin-
ion, as a permanent policy. The authority
should not be exercised beyond tho actual
necessities of the situation.

"In tho second placo tbe Secretary can
ueemuaie buuiuuubi nauonni uansq as puo
lie depositories, but they would afford a
very small relief, becauso Id order to secure
butt uc U9ii. iuu ununiaiu iciuuuu ujr un
to deliver united States bonds and othor
sniiernciory securities 10 toe secretary
and It Is nut prpbable that they will do this
ton much greater extent hereafter than
they bavo done heretofore.

"lu n,v oolnlon tbo absolutely neceai&rv
thing to do Is to reduce the revenuo at tbe
earlleet possible moment, Tho only proper
functlou of a treasury department Is to
collect and dlsbursu tbo public money for
tuMlc purposes, but as long as wo bavo an
enormous surolua revenue to be boarded or
paid out at tbe discretion of a Secretary, no
mutter bow honest or bow able he may be,
the business of the country will ba la con-
stant danger of disturbance.

"This false financial aud revenue system
wos net created by the present Administra-
tion or tho Democratic party, and we are
not responslblo for It, but It exists and wo
havo It to deal with as best wo can undor
tho circumstances.1

"Dojou think that Congress will reduce
taiatlou at Its rest cession ?"

"I think It will. There arc differences of
ci felon as to tbo manner la which tbo re-

duction ought to be made, and it Is not
prolablo that cither sldu will get exactly
is bat It wants, but If all will enter upon the
confederation of the subject with a sincere
dcMroto accomplish tho best attainable ro
tt.lt, there will bo a substantial aud bene-
ficial reduction of taxation before tho next
