Judge Snell's Decision in the Krauso

Case.

DEFENDANTS DOWNCAST.

Their Counsel at Onco Cllvo Notlco of
an Appoal.

Tho announcement that Judge Sacll
would deliver his decision In tho caso
of tho eight members of the "Musical
Assembly, Louis I1. Wild, Edward 0.
Linden, Joseph II. Caldwell, Jamci O.

Callan, John PIstorlo, Anton Tlshcr,
OcorgeSloan)tind John Tallon, who arc
charged by Franz Krauso with having
conspired to rulu his business, drew a
large number of pcoplo to tho Police
Court this afternoon.

All of tho defendants wcro present,
ami took their usual places behind their
counsel, Messrs. Moore and ItaUton.
Krausu was also present, and sat near
District Attorney Worthlngton and the.
lattcr's Assistant, Mr. Gaructt.

The decision coered several paces
of manuscript. Ills Honor frequently
referred to tuu array oi liw uoous mat
cohered his desk.

After stating what the defendants aro
ch urged with, thudeclslnn reads

"A conspiracy Is usually dcilncd as n
combination or coufederacy of two or
more persons, hongreo together by
concerted action to do a wrongful act.
It may bo to do an unlawful act or to
do a lawful act by unlawful means.
As In tho caso of this Assembly. If tho
means used Intended to compel Krauso
to pay this lino from fear of an
Injury to his business by annoyances,
Intimidations, threats, and a system of
Interferences with his business by
committees requesting his discharge
and the employment of somebody olso,
then thcrowasan attempt to collect a
line by unlawful means, and all per
sons entering Into this echemo for
collecting or enforcing this flae aro
guilty of conspiracy to do a wrongful
act.'r

Tim jaw in Tim OV8IS.

Tho Court then went Into an cc
haustho discussion of tho common law
In tho case, tracing back to tho time
of Edward the Third. Ho cited
numerous cases tn this country. Ills
conclusion as to tho law was.

"Ecry conspiracy todoan unlaw-
ful act, or to do a lawful act for an
Illegal, fraudulent, malicious or cor-
rupt purpose, or for a purpose which
has a tendency to prcjudlco tho public
tn general, Is at common law aa Indict-
able offense."

HIE DEFEND IMS riKCD.
The Court then proceeded to discuss

the evidence In tho case. After a com-

prehensive summing up ho concluded:
"Prom tho most careful scrutiny of

tho law and tho facts of tho caso as do
eloped by tho testimony, I find the

following persons guilty of a conspiracy
as charged, and they are lined each tho
sum of !5, and in default they will
each be Imprisoned for the period of
thirty da.s.'!
