The Four Hundredth Anniversary of

lhe Discovery of America.

AN EVENT WORTHY OF HONOR.

Why tho Celebration Should be Hell at th
National Capital.

THB VIEWS OP DR. VfillDI,

An Occasion In Which Italy and Spain
Will Gladly Paitlclpato.

The IHlucnlh century was a pet loci
of decline of civlllnillon; but In that
process of social disintegration n germ
was evolved vhlch was destined tn
generate a new civilization for tho
future. Tho civilization of Orccco and
Home, great uml comprehensive ns It
was, was crumbling under the excesses
Inherent upon a long period of power,
preeperlty and wealth. Philosophy
and telencu now gave place to tho dis-
cord of fulic pretenders. Bitter con
tests nro?o everywhere, fed by In-

tolerance and arrogance contests be-

tween Church nnd Slate, between
Mohammullsm and Christianity, be-

tween Catholicism nnd Protestantism,
between republics and empire1, between
Ibo claims of tbo pretender nnd tbo
Intrigues of tbe adventurer, until
Ignorance, superstition nnd poverty
prevailed throughout Karon and the
masses became tbo nrev of the favorites
of fortune. Genoa nnd Venice, wcro
then powerful republics, carried the
trado of tbo Hist and commanded the
6ea, Hut corruption reached even theso
busy cities, whose rivalry Anally forced
mem into a struggle lor supremacy.
In that struggle Genoa lost her ascend-
ancy, nnd It is probably to tho failure
of tho Gcnovese to snatch from Venice
her Asiatic trade that tho

mecOTLKY OF AMCRICl
was due. The Gcnovese, smarting
under the loss of their prestige on the
Mediterranean, sought other routes of
commerce, and particularly one to In
dla. At that time Mohammedan astron
omcrs had discussed tho probable
globuhrforra of tho earth, butllurope,
under the sway of tho Church of Home,
denied such possibility. Home Insisted
that the surface of the earth was flat,
claiming even lo have tbu authority of
the Holy Scripture for the belief. Hut
Columbus, the Gcnovese sailor ami
asliouomer, was not convinced of tho
Patristic theory. Ho reasoned that tho
earth being for man, could not bo so
extensively covered by water; that
there must bo other lands thau the ono
known, upon which other peoples must
lhe. His experience ns a seafaring
man had also led him to bcllcvo that
tho Eea was navigable everywhere, and
that westward would tho unknown
lauds be founJ. It was daugcrous then
to proclaim such nutM'atrUtlc theo-- i
les, dill be held them nnd strongly

In them, Hut ecn Columbui
was "not u prophet lo his own coun-
try," and to bpalu he turned for that
ucogulUonho could not obtain from
hlsonn people. Queen Isabella lis
tincd to him and encouraged him by
gUIng him the means to prove his the
ory.

which the railroad company cUIms to
ho tn lit led.

Tho bill elates that by tho purclia3o
of tho Xew Orleans, II a ton Itougo and
Vlcksburg Hailiond In January aud
February, 1881, they received tho tltlo
to tho public lands granted to that
company by an act of Congress ap-

proved March 3, 1871, entitled "An act
to Incorporato the Texas Pacific llxll-roa-

Company."
Tho company bought GS mllea of

railroad between Now Orleans and
While Castle, and constructed
miles from Wbtto Castle to Shrevcport,
entitling It In all to U.SSS.OOO acres of
public lnud, If so much could bu found
within tho limits of the odd numbered
Heltons of land within tho granted
limits. They were then empowered to
Fclect such lands to nn agrcgatu
amount of 3,323,000 acres for that put
of iho road between White Castle and
Shrcvepoit; for tho part of tho road
between Wbtto CmUo and New Orleans
the company disclaimed nuy right to
tbe granted lands. The odd numbered
fccllons wcro withdrawn from sotllo
ment, sale nnd entry.

On October 17,1831, the bill states,
It became the duty of the Secretary of
the Interior by express provisions ot
tbo granting net, to cause patents for
the land to bo Issued to tho railroad,
Mill Instructions to allow tho selection
by the company of tho lands granted.
