"Thero nro thhty-scve- n wlro compa-
nies iloinirbusincssin New York city,"
said he, "nnd ofton our telephono
wirea nro crossed orpnrnllolcdby hun-
dreds Of telcgrnph nnd electric light
wires. Tho induction hi tremendous,
especially from tho heavily chnrgou
wires of tho qlcctrjc light compnnics
nnd from tho wirea of tho tiokoro.
Tlio mako nnd bicnk of circuit ns
chch letter is formed by thesa instru-
ments is often heard by our sub-
scribers."

"What is tbo remedy?"
"Wo hope much from tho under-

ground system. We havo n good
innny short circuit wires down, nnd
thoy have thus far worked satisfac-
torily. It is impossible to say whnt
will bo tlio result witcn wo havo
cnbles of 100 wires or moro nnd llvo or-si-

miles long running underground.
AVhntI mostfenrin tho underground
system is tho prcsencojof tho hoavily-clinrgc- d

wires ot electric light nnd.
telegraph compnnics. If thoy parallel
us 1 think tho induction will bo vory
injurious" to our work.

"But still tho Underground system
is our great hope. If it is onco mado
generally practicable tho uso of tho
tolophono will vastly increaso in this
city. Wo hnvc, occlusive of privato
wires between individual subscribers,
about 0,000 customers, a smnll num-
ber in proportion to thoso in some
cities of much smaller population.
Tho number of telephones In private
houses in Now York is comparatively
smnlh simply bocauso wo havo not tho
facilities with .overhead wires to push
that hrniich of tho business. That
trade is within our reaches soon as
wo can givo it attention."

Mr. Eckcrt said Iio did not oxpect
to seo nny radical chango in tlio form
of tlio telephone, snve, povhnps, a
contnvnnco.to hold tho receiver to tho
carnndleavo tho listener both hands
free. Ho laughed whbn asked atf to
tho practical uso, of a telephono audi-bl- o

to a person sitting soveral feet
away, from tho instrument. . "That
hns been perfected." ho said, "but
nbbody cares for it. Wo woro all
amused and delighted with tho inven-
tion when it was first shown,, but
after nwbilo it was agreed by exports'
that tho thing wns not'llkoly to bo of
practical valuo. No ono cares to havo
m thing in his oflico thnt may tnlk
rieht' out nt tho most inopportune
moment. Thero nro noiio in Ubc, as
far as I know.

"Rural telophono circuits havo
crown up.with wonderful rapidity in
Now England and tho West," said
Mr. Eckert. when this branch of tho
business wns touched upon. "Nearly
every, considerable towium jncw Jiiig-lan- d

is connected by tolophono With
its local metropolis. Of courso theso
local systems may bo connected bv
)ong distanco Jincs with tho, great
cities of tho country. In long dis-
tanco lines and underground lines a
metallic circuit is established and
coppor wires aro used. Tlio finer tho
incfal tho higher its conductivity.
Could wo havo silver telophono wlros
the improvement in tho scrvico would
bo marvelous." Now York Press..
