A Destructive Fire In New Vork

This Morning

A GENERAL ALARM SOUNDED,

The Woiko ConlliiKrntloit In l'll- -
teen Vcnrx.

Nmy YonK, Jan. 80. Broadway was
Visited at 5; 15 o'clock this morning by the
most fierce and disastrous flro that has oc-

curred In that great thoroughfare for fif-

teen years. In one and hours,
despite Iho sending out or a goncnl call
Tor firo apparatus Tour Immense business
houses wero destroyed and others seriously
damaged. Tho total los Is estimated nt
$1,500,000. About half an hour after flro
was discovered on explosion occurred by
which Assistant Foreman Michael Rellly
of Hook and Ladder No. 8 4 as fatally In-

jured and several others moro or les
hurt,

The "Three Slxen" Hounded.
Tho firo was at Sil.'V o'clock

by an ofllccrof the 1'lghfh Precinct In tho
basement or tho building Ko. SlOnndSSl
Broadwov. occunlcd bv llonrv RodccM.
The olllcer Immediately sent out nn aim in,
which was followed by a second and
third, and finally tho famous ''thrco fixes', "
or general alarm, called the engines sta-
tioned south of Fourteenth street.

Tho streets In tlio vicinity of tho flro
wero soon swarming with engines and
trucks. Chief Shay with Ids assistants at
onco took command and directed the
various llio captains mid companies in
their attack on tho flames. The Homes
mado rapid progress, eating their way to
the roof within a few minutes and driv-
ing tho firo laddies onto the adoinlug
building for safety. Thoy saw that tho
structure was doomed and Immediately
turned their attention to the surrounding:
property. At 7:15, just ono and n half
hours aftcrjtho first engine arrived, tho
building was totally gutted and tho
flames woio peon to issue from No. 053
Broadway. They first mado thqlr. ap-
pearance oil tho fifth floor and spread
ranldlr.

A TerrlbloKxplnslon,
A few lulnutcs afterwards a terrible ex-

plosion occurred, rollowcd by a shower of
bricks and Iron which fell into tho street.
Assistant Foreman Rellly was caught un-

der tho bulk or this railing debris and
ratolly hurt. Chief Shay had n narrow
escape. A plccp of Iron, weighing at least
160 pounds tell nt his feet. Several chiefs
of battalions who were standing around
him had nurrow escapes from falling mis
siles.

Anumbcr of firemen, however, received
trilling injuries. Tlio explosion sent tho
sparks high in the air, ami they fell
in showers on tho adjoining prop-
erty, whilo tho flames burned fiercer
than before. Soon No. 617 began lo
burn. At 8 o'clock thii building
was a ipasa of flames from cellar to roof,
and tho upper floors of 5I5 wero burning,
but thb flames had been cheeked at No,
513, und In tho rear of the burning build'
ings, which aro numbered 110, 118, 13),
122 nnd l'Jl Mercer street, tho llames wero
kept from spreading to tlio buildings ou
tlio opposito side of tho street,

I.llie n (llowlnR Furnace.
Tho interior of tho double building,

Nos. 510 and 651 Broadway,, was like a
glowing furnace, and tho Iron front had
bulged dreadfully. The firemen wero
ordered to stand clear. A few moments
after tho cntlro fiont came down with a
crash. From this point on tlio llromcn
slowly but snrolv calncdJieadwav on tho
flames, and nt 8 o'clock, a little moro thou
two hours after its breaking out, tlio firo
was fully under control.

AssMaiitFnrcumu Rellly had his legs
crushed nnd received internal injuries
from which, tho physHans say, it is
impossible for him to recover.
