It would bo degrading to mo to
accept tne worn irora you as you regaru
it. I do not want a book bear--

ing my name to go bbforo tho world
Which I did not writo to Mich an oxtont
as to bo fully entitled to the credit of
authorship.

"If I succeed In tellng my story so that
others can sco as 1 do what I attempt to
show, I will be satisfied.
Your letter affords an abundance ofother
reasons why you should not help mcin
my work which is to bear my namo. But
thesa arc sufficient. I add only what is
necessary to make a part of what has
been alreudy mado plain. You ask for &

contract ond demand $1,000 per month
in advanco until tiie work is completed
and 10 per cent, of tlio entire profits aris-
ing from tho sale of tho work after it Is put
upon tho market. This would make you
a partner with my family as long as tho
book found a sale. This is preposterous.

"Not for ono moment lias your proposi-
tion beon entertained by inc. This, with
statements enumerated in this letter and
others contained in yours, makes it Im-
possible for us to bo associated in a work
which is to bear my mime. It. would bo
a degradation for mo to accopt honors
and profit from tlio work of another man
while declaring to tho public that It was
tho product of my own brain and hand."

In n letter dated May 1, 18S5, General
Badcau admits his oxact relation, to tho
book as follows: "As I stated to you in
my lettorof Saturday, I havo no ilcslro,
intention or right to claim tho authorship
or your book. Tlio conijiositlon is en-
tirely your own. What assistance I havo
been able to tender you has been in sug
gestion, revision or vorincaiion.
