the Permanent Exposition bill is re-
forved, and Colonel Hooker, chairman
of the other,

That both Houses of Congross are
substantinlly agreed already s to the
Centennial of the Constitution, to be
held in Washington next spring is
guite apparent. Nor is it probable
that any strenuous objection will be
raised o celebrating, by ceremonies
appropriate to such an occasion, the
fourth centenary of the Landing of
Columbus,

The guestion of supplomenting the
latter by the establishment of a Per-
manent Exposition of the progress
and regources of both hemispheres, of
conrse, opens a brouder field of disons-
gion, bhut we are fivmly convines that
Congress will not hesilate (o recog-
nize its feasibility and propriety.

The scope and purpose of the pro-
poeed legislation, once fully compre-
hended, furnish their own argumaent
Tor support. It being obvions that
there is nothing of a spoculative
character in the enterprise—in other
words, that there is no “job” in it—it
commends itself ot once to the ap-
proval of Congress and the country.

The expogition is intended to be
under the sole control of the Govern-
ment and of the Commissioners of the
severnl States and foreign  powers
which may wnite in promoting its
HUCCOES,

The National Capital is designated
a8 the loeation of this grand Museuin
of Art and School of Industrinl Tn-
struction, beeanse of the immense and
valuable collections, now in the pos-
session of the Government and con-
slantly coming into its hands that
may be ntilized to augment the inter-
