DEATH OF MRS, G. W. JOXNIS,
A Letter from the Ex-Senntor
Friend in This Cliy.

The anuouncement was received by
telegraph some days ngo of the death ol
Mre, Josephine Gregoire Jones, wife ol
the Hon, George W. Jones of lowa,
formerly United States SBendtor from that
State and from early manhood identified
with the growth of the Northiwest,

The snd event oceurred nt Dubugne,
where Mr, atdd Mrs. Jones hiad lnny re-

sided, and ocoasioned universal grie
community to which the deceased lady
hnd becone anllv endearsd by hor
mminbility and dignlty of chinractor.

Hnwkins Taylor, esq,, of this city, an
old-time I‘riumrnrsnnnh)r Jones, isin roe
celpt of o letter from bim under date of
the 12th instant that bears the impross of
profonigd grief and pays glowing teibute
to the virtues of otie who had been for nl-
mast sixty years the venerable statesman's
constant companion and helpmeet, Mrs,
Jones was of lumomble French descont,
md was born ot Ste, Genovieve, Mo,
wliere hor Futuro husband st met heron
the evening of Beptember 29, 1825, He
hind then taken n clnim and established o
trading post near Binginawa Mound, then
in Michigan Territory, but now in Wiscon-
sin, The marringe took place on the Tth
of January, 1820, from which time fors
ward through all viglssitudes of fortune,
whother for good or ill, their lives were
lovingly nnm.-l\,

UNO womnn,'' says the Benator in liis
letter, “was over o more devoted wife,
daughter, mother, og, friend. Bho fully
shared with me all tho conditions of. my
