THE GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS,

Pnrkw, fiqtinron, Stntiios, Clnriletm
nml Other I'dlnlH of Attraction.

Washington bns already becomo tho
most attractive city of tho country. As
tlio Capital of tho Nation It presents
more objects of interest to tho visitor
thnn any other on tho continent, nnd n
brief directory of its prominent points
will bo of service to tho vast number of

who annually resort to thoficwont,metropolis. For it is estimated
tbnt over threo hundred thousand
btrnnccrs Dftv i visit ovcrv vcar to this
city to behold tho varied objects of in-

terest wlijch fo thickly stud tho his-

toric "Ten Miles Brjuarc."

The Byntero oTXnmhcrlng IIouhcb.
Numbers nro displayed ovor tho entrances to

nil nouses, and tho. decimal system, as
adopted In Philadelphia, Is used ono hun-
dred numbers being allotted to each squaro
or block commencing at First street west,
running west, First street cast, running
ceet, A street north, running north, and A
street south, running south. Tho odd num-
bers aro nlways on the right-han- sldo go-
ing from tho Capitol, and tho even numbers
on tho sldo. Tho city Is divided
Into fcur quarters or scotlons.northcast and
northwest, southeast nnd southwest, tho
Mrcets being designated accordingly; those
running north and south numerically, and
those running cast and west by tho letters
of tho Alphabet, tho dividing linos being
Mcrth nnd South Capitol streets, running
on a lino duo north nnd south from tho Cap-
itol and East Capitol stroct,nnd a continua
tion on ine same west 01 tho wtpitoi, run
cleg duo oast nnd west.

Tho C'npltof.
This great building Is tho central point of tho

original District, nnd Is tho largest edltico
In tho country. Its contro marks tho Me-

ridian ot Washington. Tho mlddlo portion,
Immediately under tho domo, Is the part
Crst built. It was partially destroyed by tho

' British In 1811, but was completely restorod
byl7. It Incloses tbo "crypt" where tiro
remains of Washington woro Intended to bo
placed, the Library ot Congress, for which a
handsome now edfllco Is being built Just oast
ol tho Capitol, ncross First st. oast, tho

old Ilcprcscntatlvcs Hall, now tho
Gallery of Stntnary.nnd tho oldSonatoCham-bcr.no-

tho SuprcinoC'ourt-room.Thool- Su-
preme Court-room- , In tho first story, Is now
occupied by tho Law branch of tho Library,
Tho corner-ston- of tho Capitol extension
tho north and southlwlngs wasMald July i
1M1, Daniel Wobsterdollvorlng tho oration
of tho occasion from tho balcony ot tho
Library. Tho south wing contains tho
House of Representatives, and tho north
wing tbo Scnnto Chnmber.Tbe rotunda Is dis-
tinguished for lts'.hlstorlopalntlngs, for tho
famous Dronzo doors, with their has
reliefs, and fur Brumtdl's frescotngs. In tho
Hall of Statuary tbo are natural ploturcs of
Potomac marble, representing faces of cer-
tain American statesmen a plcturosquo
freak of nature. From tho llttlo rotunda.
Immediately north ot the great rotunda, the
staircase to tho top of tho domo begins Its
winding way. From tho top oHtbo domo, or
as far as tbo visitor can ascend, tho view
of tho surrounding country Is mugnlllocnt.
Tbo Capitol grounds, whlon formerly woro
homely and formalin appearance have been
transformed Into a beautiful park and nro
most exquisitely beautiful. Tho oast baso of
tho Capitol Is WH feet above ordinary low
tldolnthe Potomac. Tho total holgbtfrom
cast base to tho top of tbotcmolo covering
thedomo Is 888 feot: tho Btatuoof tho God-
dess ot Liberty, 1DX feet, making tho total
height to tho crest of tho statue, 307X1 feet.
This crest Is SCO feet higher than tbo west
gato ot tho grounds, and 897 feet abovo low
tldo In tho Potomac, or 218 feet lower than
tho apex of tho Washington Monument,
which Is Immediately west. Tho building
Is 751 feet long by 81 wldo. and covers SX
acres. It Is tho finest and largest public,
building In tho world, and In many respects
the costliest and handsomest. It Is. more-
over the growth of less than a century a
fact which adds to Its beauty and lntcrost.
Tho original Capitol, or centre building,
Is an Imitation, though not a slavish ono,
of the Malt on Carrce at Nlstnos. Tbo view
from tbo west portico at night, when tho
lamps are lit In tho publlo grounds and
tho lights of tho city lllumlnato tho dark-
ness Is ono of the most beautiful and

In tho world and Is well worth a
journey ot a thousand miles to see. The
new western facade and grand stair oaso
commo ncoa this year has added greatly to
tbo appcaranco ot that front of tho Capitol,
and Is cno of tho finest If not tho finest
work of tho kind In this country. Tbo cars
and bcrdlcs running on Pennsylvania ave-
nue, tho brown cars of tho "Belt" system,
and the cars all pass the Capitol,

The White House.
From tho wcstoaicony ol tho Capitol, looking

down Pennsylvania ave, tbo whlto House
Is seen rearing Its snowy-hnc- walls above
the denso mass of foliage that embowers It.
llkeaglgantlocalla Illy springing up amid
enfolding green blades. Were It not for the
Its partly Intervening Troasury building tho
vlcjv of tho Whlto Ifouso from tho Capitol
would bo full and complete. Tho Whlto
IIouso la tho center of " as tho
Capitol Is tbo center of "Down town." It
Is beautifully located, the vlow from tho
south windows covering tho whole south-
ern front of tbo city, as tho view from tho
noitb up Sixteenth street west exhibits
tho best part of tho Northwest seotlon to
the gaze. Tho Whlto House is a copy of

- the palace of tho Duko of Lolnstcr at Dub-
lin, with tbo addition of a largo porch on tho

In which It stands embraces nearly
fcl acres. Tho main entrance Is on tho
north, reached by tho Pennsylvania avonuo
cars. It Is two stories high on tho north,
Is built of whlto 170 feot long
by 60 wldo. It contains on tho first floor
the famous Greefl. Itod, Dluo and East
rooms, tho Stato Dining Itoom and the groat
conservatories. The Dluo Itoom Is tho Presi-
dent's official reception room and tho drawing--

for clothes by Mrs. President Adams,
Is tho largest and most noted room In tbo
building. It is SM foot high, 80 feet long
and 40 wide. It Is open to visitors every
day except Sundays. aro tho
cabinet room, tho private offices, tho Presi-
dent's office, tho library and tho family
npartments. All thon rooms excopt tho
latter aroopen to visitors, by ,

at suitable hours.

The Washington Monument.
immediately south ot tho White IIouso stands

tho Washington Monument, tho loftiest
structure erected by man, and tho most
Imposing obelisk over constructed. It Is
built ofmarblo, 655 foot high above Its
bate, which Is 42 feot abovo Its

corncr-Bton- o was laid July 4, 1818, and tho
e, forming tho apex, was placod In

position December 0, IbiH. In It aro 181
Mocks of Inserted stones or copper, gifts
trom various countries and societies, Tho
total cost will bo over $l,SM,0oo. It Is sit-
uated In what will ultimately bo aboau-tlfu- l

park. Inside tho Monument Is a largo
brdraullo elevator, used to raise tho blocks
of stone during Its erection. When ait ap-
propriation Is mado, which will probably bo
done by tho Fiftieth Congress, this elevator
will be titled for passenger use, and tho In-
terior of tho Monument Ughtou by electric-
ity and opened to tbo publlo. Iu the apex
ot tho Monument nro eight windows, closed
by marble shutters, affording an unsur-
passed vlow of tho city and snrrouudlug
country. At present no ono Is admlttei to
the Monument.

J.afuyette Hqiinre.
Immediately north of tho Whlto IIouso Is

Lafayette Squaro, tho first publlo reserva-
tion n Washington that was improved. It
contains the equestrian Btatuo of Andrew
Jackson, by Clark Mills, Many of Us trees
nro old forest monarchs, hundreds of years
old. It Is In part n specimen ot tho old for-re-

landscapo gardening so fashlonablo In
England two hundred years ago, n stylo
that was Imported Into this country. Laiayctto Squaro was, ono hundred years ago,
part of a gravo-yar- that Inclosed tho
square north, on which St. John's Church
Is built, and the squaro cast, on which nro
bltuaied tho Attbruoy-Gonoral'- otilco (for-
merly tho Frecdinan's Dank), tho Burgeon-General'- s

otilco and Rlggs lla.uk (both In
tbo building formerly used as .tho United
States Dank), Commodore Decatur's bouse,
corner Fifteenth and n Jialf and II streets,
nnd the old Club IIouso, near which
Philip barton Koy was killed by Danlol K.
sickles, Mombcr of Congress from Now
York. Tho last bodies from this gravo-yar-d

wero not removod until 1810.

Mt. John's) 1. H. Church.
St. John's P. E. Church, which has been ofton

called tho Stato Church bcoanso moro Presi-
dents bavo worshiped thoro than at any
other, stands at tho cornor of 11 nnd Six-
teenth streets. It was built In 181il and en-
larged In 1K20. In It havo worshipped Presi-
dents Mudlson, iMonroe, John cjulnoy s

Martin Van llurcn, though hobo-- ,
longed to tho Dutch Itoforracd Church,

the Treasury Department ti Just east of tho

White I km re and extends tbo whole length
cf the front on I'iftcnth st, between I'tmn- -

long by 800 feet wldo. Thoccntral o is' por-
tion Is built of freestone, rebuilt In
tho otherparls were commcncedi'n 18.15 nnd
built of grnnlto, The Cash lloofn In this
bnlldlng Is n beautiful apartment In fio
north Jwlng, tho entrance to which Is from
tho north porch. Tbo vaults nro under tho
Cash lloom and can bo seen on a written
permit, given by thoTroasurer of the Uni-
ted States, whoso ofllco Is In the northeast
angle on tho first floor. This permit must
be shown tho cashier, who will detail
guides to take tho visitor Into tho great
bullion chests of tho country. Tho old Btnto
Department used to bo on tho slto occupied
by tbo northeast corner of tho Troasury.
Tlio Itogucs' Gallery and Museum of tho Se-

cret, fcrvleo Bureau nro on tho second floor
nnd open to tho publlo, and this and tho
vaults. Including tho new steel vanlts for
tho stcrngo of silver dollars, aro tho points
of mot lntcrost. About 2,M0pooplo aro em-
ployed In this building.

Department of Justice.
Immediately north of tho Treasury Bnlldlng
and Just across tho street Is tho Dopartmcnt
of .Justice. This building was originally
erected ns tho Prccdman'a Bank. Tho squaro
In which It Is erected Is a historic ono. On
tho samo street, nt tho cast corner, stands
juggs' naiiK, wnien wns omit lor mo accom-
modation of tho Washington branch of the
old United States Hank. Tho groator part
of It Is Inow occupied by tbo olerks ot tho
Burgeon-General'- s Offlco. Around thocorner
to tho wcstls tho Commissary-General'- s

Office, formerly tho old Washington Club
House In front of which Philip Barton
Key was shot by Sickles. Tho trco, under
which tho dead man's body lay. Is still stand
Ing, although Its bark had been completely
removed by relic hunters. At the northwest

Ofllco. Is tho house mado fa-
mous by tho ownership of Commodoro

War, JVnvy nml Mtnte Departments
This edifice, once named by a Washington

journalist tho "TrUmu Building." occupies
the west sldo of tho ITcsldent's reservation,
Immediately west of tho Whlto IIouso, The
Stato Deportment occupies tho south part,
tho Navy In located north ot tho State,,
while tho War Dciartmont occupies tho
entire northern half. It Is n now nnd very
handsomo structure Tho most beautiful
room In tho wholo 1 ulldlng Is conceded to
bo tho library of tho tato Department, with
south front, from v-- 'mso windows tho oyo
en sweep unlntcrri ptcdly down tho Poto-
mac to Mt. Vcrnoi nnd tar over tho Vlr
glnla bills. The bu ding is In tho Italian
ltcnalssanco.

One hundred people aro employed here un-
der tho Secretary of Ktato, N under tho
Secretary of War and 300 under tho Secre-
tary of tho Navy.

Corcoran Art Unllcry.
Tho Corcoran Art Gallery Is at tho cornor ot

Pennsylvania avonuo and Seventeenth st
opposite tho War, Navy and Stato Depart-
ment. It Is open Tuesdays, Thursdays nnd
Saturdays free; on other days (except Sun-
days) a small admission fco Is charged, This

although not to bo compared withf:allcry, Old World galleries, Is nevertheless
n very crcdltablo Institution for so now a
country as tho United States. It contains
among other original objects Powers' groat
statue of tho "Greek Slave"

Tho Wcnthcr Ittircnit.
Tho Signal Service, or Weather Bureau, Is

about ono hundred yards west of tho Stato,
War and Navy Departments, on G street. It
Is ono of tho most Interesting places In Wash-
ington to visit. Tho observers In charge,
when at Ictsuro, always tako pleasuro In
showing visitors how thoy "manufacture
weather."

Davy Hums' Cottage.
Ono of tho curiosities of Washington Is old

Davy Burns' Cottogo.'on Seventeenth street,
near tho river. It may bo reached by tho
drlvo south of tho President's IIouso or by
tho Metropolitan or Avonuo lino of oars.
Next door to It Is General Van Ness' once
stately mansion, where bo brought his bride,
Marcla Burns, ono of tbo original heiresses
of Washington,

The Naval Observatory
To tho West of tho Washington Monument,

on the highest elovatlon that borders tho
north bank of tho river, between St. Eliza-
beth's Heights and Georgetown College,
stands tho Naval Observatory. Tho hill on
which it stands Is famous for having been
the camping groundof Washington, Brail-doc-

and tlio lattcr's army, when on their
march to the fatal field, whoro tho English
General fella victim to his and
vanity. Tradition also points out this hill as
tho dccislvo battle ground between tho
District Indians and the mysterious Susquo-banna-

This observatory contains tholargest
refracting telescope In tlio world, ncxtto tho
new equatorial Just built for tho Lick
UDservatory. uy its am tnat most interest-
ing, If not grcatost, astronomical discovery
ot tho country was made, tho moons of
Mars. The entrance to tho observatory Is at
E and Twenty-thir- strcots northwest. Tho
hcrdlo cabs go to Twenty-secon- d and a
street.
The Acrlcultiirnt Department,

This building Is situated cast of tho Monu-
ment. It Is Inclosed by tho most beautiful
and glowing llowcr gardon In tho country
and tho grounds contain tho most completo
arboretum probably In tbo United States.
Attached to this Department nro tbo Exper-
imental Gardens, whoso offices aro Imme-
diately west of tho main building. Tho Belt
Lino cars go right western wing Is tho libra-
ry and tho scoond past tho grounds. On
tlio first floor of tho floor of thecentreof tho
building devoted to an oxtenslvo agricultu-
ral museum. .

Tho l'rlntlnc nnd Cn craving Ilurcnn
Tho great money mill ot tho Government Is

located at the corner ot Fourteenth and D
streets southwest, southeast from tbo Monu-
ment and southwest from the Agriculture
Bureau. It Is reached by thoBelt Lino Cars,
and Is opened to visitors on Saturdays only.
Here are engraved and prlntod tbo paper
money, bonds, postago and rovenuostamps,
etc, used by the Government.

The HnilthHonlnn.
Across Twcllth street, immediately east from

tho Agricultural Dcpartmcnt.aro tho Smith-
sonian Institution and tho Smithsonian
G rounds. Tho former Is a specimen of tho
most graceful architecture Iu tbo city, and
tho latter form tho most beautiful landscapo

In tho country. Thcso grounds of
icmsolvcs aro worth a visit to Washington

to eco. They contain tho memorial urn to
tho artist who designed tho park, Andrew
J. Downing, and tho brouze statuo of Pro-
fessor Henry, tho first secretary oMho In-

stitution. Tho latter Is at tho northwest
corner ot the building; tho Downing Urn
Is In tho ccntro of tho grounds, two hundred
yards north ot tho east wing. Tho Smith-
sonian Is filled with the most varied and In-

teresting objects connocted with science.
Tho building was finished 80 years ago at a
cost of nearly n half million of dollars. This
sum was bequeathed by James Smlthson,
an English scientist, to form an establish-
ment for tho Increase and diffusion of knowl.
edge among men. Tho curront expenses
aro defrayed by tho Interest on tho original
donation. The Musoum Is open from 0 till 4
and Is reached by tho Soventh Street, tho
Ninth Street and tho Bolt Lino of street
cars.

Tho IVntlonnl Museum,
Tho Nattonnl'Muscura Is In tho Smithsonian

grounds.a fow yards cast of tho Smithsonian
building. It contains thousands of tho most
In- - tercstlng curlosltlos, samples of tho life,
customs and history of all nations. It Is
open daily to tbo publlo from 0 a.m. to 4
p. m,

MciIIcnl Museum.
Tho Army and Navy Medical Museum Is on

tho corner of Seventh nnd B strcots south-
west, adjoining tho NoJlonalMuscum. Tho
building was finished this year, and Is In
part occupied by clerks of the Surgeon-General'-

office nnd tho hospital records of tho
lato war, Tho Museum Is on tho second
floor and Is full of Interesting surgical rel-
ics of tho war. nnd has tho largest medi-
cal library In tho world. Among tho curl
osltlos within Its walls Is tho articulated
Bkeleton of Gtiltcau, tbo assassin of

The U, M. I'l8li Commission,
Across Soventh street from tho Medloal Mil-- t

emit In tho building known as tho Old Ar-
mory, aro tho headquarters ot tho U. S. Fish
Commission, Tho building Is an old ono and
was usod during tho war as a hospital. It
contains the most Improved lolcntlno ap-
pliances for llsli hatching and Is open to the
publlo till 4 p.m.

The Ilotnnleal nriIenH,
Passing eastward over the railroad brldgo

that spans Sixth street and the railroad
traokslcadlng to tho B. and P.depot, aud
through tho pretty park lying bptwoon
Mulno and Missouri avenues tho visitor
comes to tho entrance on Third street, Just
south of Pennsylvania nvcnuo, ot tho Bo-
tanical Gardens. Thcso Interesting
grounds nro oien dally from 0 In tho morn-
ing to 6 In the evening. They woro estab-
lished W years ago. Tho conservatories aro
filled with tho choicest and rarest foreign
plants. Around tho gardens are axtenBlvo
collections of trees and shrubs. In tho ccn-
tro of, tho lawn facing tho ccntro conser-
vatory Is tho famous Bartholdl Fountain
J.'i.lr ?t.tr,aPtJl B0 m.uo.n attention at tho
Philadelphia Centennial.
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The l'rnre Monument,
Jnft halt way across tho Avcnno trom tho

northeast nnglo o f tho Botanical Gardens,
and at tho west foot of the Capitol Grounds,
Is tho Pcaeo Monument. This was

by Admiral l'ortr In honor of tho
dead soldiers and sailors of tho lato war.
It Is of marblo and cost, with pedestal and
platform tll.ooo. It Is proposed to removo
this monument to ono of tho squares on the
northwest section.

The CnrflPlil Htnttte
Tho Gnrflcld Statue, which was nnvollcd May

18, 1887, Is situated nttho IntcrsoHlon of
Maryland avcnno nnd First street, and Is
rcgiirilrd by Its famous tciilptor, Mr. J. (J.
A. Ward, as cue ot his most suojossfulr achievements.

The District Jlnlldliiss,
Tho District. Buildings, In which nro located

the various departments of tho District
Government, aro situated on First street,
two squares north of tho Peace Monument,
The edlflco Is a handsomo four-stor- brick
building. In which 100 people are employed,

and repays a visit, having been admirably
reconstructed for Its present uses. Pass-
ing from hero up First street and Indiana
nvcnuo tbo visitor will como to

Tho City Itnll,
This Ilia largo and commodious building, at

tho head of l'onrnnda-ilal- f street, built
for nso rather than show, an t now occu-
pied by tho District courts. Just In front
nnd to tho south of tho City Hall is n
column of whlto stono surmounted by a
marblo figure of Lincoln, executed by Mr.

Tho new Tendon Building extends nearly tho

It Is tho largest brick building In
tho world nnd Is dovotcd to tho examina-
tion and settlement of claims for nenstnn.

Tho Government Trlntlng Olllco Is In n north-cas- t

It Is by far tho largest printing establish-
ment In tho world, and is full of Interest to
visitors. Tho cost of running It goes up Into
millions nnnunlly, and tho money Is well
stent. It would tako columns to mcroly
outllno the gtgnntlo establishment which
employs In Its busiest season over 2,000
people. It Is reached by tho Columbia line
of cars. Coming back "Down-town- " to tho
City Postofflco, which Is at tbo heart of tho
business portion of tho city on Louisiana
nvcnuo. Jus nut of busy Soventh street
tho visitor will find across Seventh street
and on the south sldo of Pennsylvania no.

, The Ccntro Market.
Tbo Ccntro Markot occupies the squares

couth of tho Avcnuo bounded by B street
on tho south, Sovonth street on tho cost
nnd Ninth street on tho west. It Is n very
handsomo market building, excelled In
beauty, and probably In slzo by nono In tho
world. It Is tho cleanest and tho best
market In America. North up Soventh
street from hero Is

The 1'ostorTlce Department,
Tho General rostofflco Department Is on tho

squaro bounded by E, F, Seventh and
Eighth streets. It Is a handsome building,
although Its proximity to Its larger unu
bolder brother, tho Patent Ofllco, somo-wb-

obscures Its great slzo and tends to
lessen Its beauty. Its different bureaus
possess great Interest to tho visitor, but tho
Dead Letter Ofllco Is particularly tbo ono to
bo observed. Tho collection of curlosltlos
taken from tho malls In transit, as speci-
mens of the uses to which tho Nation's pos-
tal conveyances aro put, is both varied and
unique. Everything unmallablo, from an In-
dian tomahawk ton stuffed kangaroo. Is to
bo seen In this collection, and It Is still
growing. Across Eighth street and con-
nected with tho main building by a brldgo
Is a largo brick building dovotcd to tho
inoneyorder business. Seven hundrodnnd
sixty clerks aro employed In the two build
legs.

The Interior Department,
or, as it Is popularly termed, tho Patent Of-
llco, occupies tho two squares bctwoon Sov-
enth and Ninth and F and G streets. It Is
built In tho Dorlo stylo, and Is an admirable
specimen of tbo boldest and coldest ot tho
Greek styles.

This build-
ing Is ono of tho mostcomploto In Its ar-
rangements ot any building consecrated to
Masonlo uses In tbo country.

. I'oril'M Old Theater.
On Tenth street, between E and F, round tho

corner westward from Masonlo Temple, Is
tbo 'structure which became famous as
"Ford's Thoatcr. This building was onco n
prominent Baptist Church. It was converted
about the beginning of tho wnr Into a
thentro known ns Ford's, nnd It was In a
private box thcro In April, 18GS, that John
Wilkes Booth killed President Lincoln. Tho
latter was carried to a house. Just opposlto,
whero bo died. A marblo tablet In front of
tho house, No, MG Tenth streot, commemo-
rates this fact. Tho tlicatrelwas then sequos.
tratcd by the Gavornmcnt and turned Into
tho Medical Museum attached to tho Surl

ofllce. Tho Museum has but
recently beeu moved to the now bnlldlng
on tbo Mall. Coming down Tenth street
the visitor will not fall to Inspect tho mas-
sive and beautiful Post Building, In which
is situated tho otlicejof Tun Cmno. This
Is tho largest newspaper establishment
south of Philadelphia nnd cast of tho Ohio
and Mississippi rivers. Four of tho leading
and most influential Journals In the coun-
try two morning, ono evening (Tub Ciiitic)
and ono Independent Sunday paper havo
their home In this establishment.

The Geological Itnrcau.
Tho Geological Survey, with Its thirty em-

ployes, In this city, Is located on F streot,
near tho Ebbltt nonso. Tho Interior Do-
partmcnt building. Immense as It Is, Is en-
tirely too small for tho accommodation of Its
bureaus, two of which, besides the Educa-
tional and Geological Burcaus(Agriculturu
and Pension) aro located In other quarters'
These two last bureaus aro among tho
largest under tho Government.

The I.oulse Home.
Tbo Louleo Homo la a beautiful building at

tho corner of Massachusetts avenue and
Fifteenth street, near Scott Circle.

W. W. Corcoran, and Is intended as a homo
for ladles ot education, birth and refine-
ment, who havo been reduced to poverty
from nniiiencc. It has accommodations
for lifty-fly- Inmatos.

Tho Columbian University,
Coming down Fifteenth streot from tho Loulso

Home, at the corner of Fifteenth and II
stteets, tho visitor sees tho Columbian Uni-
versity, which occupies Jhe slto of tho old
Grlswold mansion. This university was In-

corporated as Columbian College In 1821,
and Is under tbo special supervision ot tho
Baptist church. It Is an Institution famous
for tho discipline and thoroughuoss of Its
Instruction,

Nt. lUI.nbetli'M,
Across tho Amco.slla lllvcr, duo south from

thoNavy-Yar- Is St. Elizabeth's or thoGov-c- i
nmcut's Hoxbltal for tho Insane. It llos on

thotopof a hill having a beautiful view of
tho surrounding country. There aro ovor
ono thousand patients In this asylum. It Is
reached by a ploasant carriage tlrlvo and
also by street-car- s from tho foot of 7th st.

The District .lull.
On the reservation which lies Immediately

north of E street southeast and fronts on
thu Anucostla Itlver Is a hugo quadrangular
iillo of red brick known as tho District Jail.
This building Is ospeelnlly noticeable for
bung tho ono wherein tho assassin ot a
President was hanged. Just south of It Is
tho City Asylum. It Is reached by cab or
carrlago, oion foot from tho termination of
tho railway and hcrdlu linos.

The Old Holillcrs' Home.
Tbo Old Soldiers' Homo lies about a mllo d

Howard University, out Soventh
street oxtcndod.nnd Is reached by tho same
conveyances, namely thelNlnth nnd Sevouth
streot car linos. Its main building Is of
marblo, 2C0 feot front with n very high
tower, Tho vlow from Its tower surpassos
any similar vlow In tho neighborhood.
