The receipts were
to lio divided on a pto-rat- a basis, with
tho o.coption that tiio New Jersey Cen-
tral, in ccnsideiatlou of having only a
short haul and being a terminal line as
well, should receive an allowanio for
furnishing terminal facilities.

The lialtimorc and Ohio, on its part,
ngrced that during the term of tho agree-
ment 000 years it would not build an
independent lino between Hound Ilroolc
nnd New York. It further agreed that for
a period of two years it would send all
freight over tho Jersey Central's lines to
Jersey City, and for nix years it would
send all express and passenger trains to
Jersey City; but. after the expiration of
the times stipulated, the freight and
passenger trnfllo could go over to Staten
Island.

The business that will go to the Head-
ing tlirougli tho alliance is estimated at
a largo amount.
