Townsend, secom-
panicd by two pepiortors, desconded the
hamplain  nvenue shaft, and  after
willdng o distnnee of 550 feol enst to
thie point where the hole was made last
Tuesdny, hegnn to sound the wall, Up
toowithin 400 foet of the shoaft the work
mepeated by the leuatennnt hid  been
wecuted under the supervision of Sub-
Inkpector O'Uelen, the man whom Licut,
Fowneend placed 50 much confidence in,

Boundings mpde overy ten or fiftoon
foot reviided drey paicking.  Only two
holes waroe drilled, wnd they showed the
hnphaened moannee in which the work
hod been excouted,  Hope gnd thiere o
solld piece of worle wonld be found,
showing ‘that the subdnspector hnd st
leost, o teitting sense of offieial duty.

Of ¢onrse from appearancee the worl
hivs o wolid look, dnd the quoantity of
semaont exposed gives the impression that
the workmen were not sparing of that
nrtiole, Licutenant Townsend, as is
quite nntural, feels very sore aver his
npparent misplaced confidence in the in-
.-'wm.nw, wnd he Is more than snxlous
that Congress shall begin ita work of
lnvestigation,

It is genorially believed that the work
exeantod undey the sapervision of In-
speotor Ruwvor is oll pight,  The louten-

T Qongresslonul Actlon to he Taken,

Senntor Hale, one of the conferrees on
the Defleieney  Dbill, has deafted an
amendment, providing for the appoint-
ment of n joint committee, composed of
three Senators and thres Hepresenta-
uivs, to investigote the squeduact maot-
ter and report to Congress, not later
