Major Lydeckor Enters the Big
Tunnel,

AN INSPECTION AT LUCAY' CAVE

What Is Sald by Citizans About the Ague-
duet Quosilon,

send nnd the report s

The work of investigntion on Satorday
reached o safliciently wlvaneed stage, so
thot the Mojor, on his vislt this morning,
wis iible to form o protty fule fden of the
ohurnoier of the work

They went down through the Clam.-
plvin avenne shatl, and ot once started
vislt thtough the tupnel,  This was
wihere Licut, Townsend hegan hifs invoes-
Wgntion, ond ws they wallked titcngh the
tunnel the Ldeugenint po onted out i
Lioles e buid deuled and explained o the
Mujor what they revealod,

Fhe plnco  thnt most interested  Maf,
Lydecker waus o big liole ovep the wreh
that was (u Inspector Lueas' hilowiel,
sid wos discovered Satwidny d(ternoon
ll‘lltl WiHs _ ul once  christencid Ljoos’
Cove”  SWhan the deill  wns deiven
through, {t shot up intonn open spuie
peaely out of sight,  The hole wis thon
oularged slightly, and the work of ex-
ploration continued.

When Major Lydeeker eatie to Lucns's
enve this morning, he ordercd the bricks
Lo be cot sway along the key of thie nech
wnd alse dewn its side, o that the
exaet extent of the * euve” could be
dotetmined, n couple of nearoos monnted
a plank resting noross from one wall
of the tuonel 1o the other wnd bewnn
to koook ont the bijoks of the areh,
They hal extended the hole bt o Htthe
way down the side ‘when they encoun-
terad some mosonry whioh prooved to
be the pecking at ‘the side of the tun-
nel anid seemed 1o bo good work so fne
a8 it went, which wns not far.

dust beside the hole through the beiclks
thert was n will of musonry, which ns
the tunnel was huflt westwird, would
conéenl the enve, and muke it look as
If the wroh was govered with the salic
aasonry colled for by the speolfleations.
Avutennnt Townsend was, however, for-
tunate in his seleotion of o plice to
deill the hole, and found the enve which
wonld otherwise hnve been undiseoverod.

Ol Jerry, the mule, agnin brought
himself into notice by an exhibition o
W ability ns o steeplechuser, At
twelve o'cloek, when the men all gtopped
work and started toward the shonft 1o
st thele lanelies, Jerry come down the
Wunuoel to where the men woere kuoeking
wlcks out of the wrel with 4 brawny
wgre on his back.

Across the tunpel was the plank on
which the deillmen were stunding, about
Three feet above the ooy of the tunnel,
The negro on Jerry's back pulled him
into n trot, and he eleared the planle Tike

While the hole into Lucss's enve wis
being enlarged holes were being deilled
through the side of the arch at a point
250 feet from the shoft.  These  dis-

The holes deilled into the
side ol the arch under Mojor Lydecker's
direotion all showed good pioking.

Mr, SBayers, of Texas, said this morn-
ing that an smendment would be inserted
in the Deficlonoy bill, enlling for an inves-
tigation of the agueduet from the begin-
ping up to bhe present time.

THE ENGINEERS CRITICISED.

Report of n Citizen's Committes on the
Water Works Extenslon,

The report of the committen on wiler
nod sewers of Citizens' Associntion No, o
15 full of interest 1 connection with the
proesent widespread discussion of the worlk
on the aguedoet funpel, It i8 u terrible
nrrwignment of the extravagant methods
used by the army of enginvers in chinrge
of the work ns well us their incom petoncy
to master the task before thew.

The original plun for the extension
of the water supply of the District, hy
menns of o wunnel from Georgetown under
Rock Creck, wus suggested by Gen. Meigs
in ou Jetter to the Sconte District Com-
wittee, on Junuary 24, 1850, He hd
weviously, in 1870, suggested it to Lisat,

Toxiv, Iis ostimute for the tunnel to
Fourteenth, wis S400,000, and to Tenth
street, 8160,000.  Soays the report: * It
Wis ut onee antagonized by Twining,
Toxie and Phelps, who told the Senate
Committes it could not be done for any
such sum,”

Ceen, Medgs stated that ho hind allowed

the same o per foot as tho ague-
duet then being boilt for the Balti-
more Water Works, and which was
congiderably  larger.  They nlso hoell
thiut his plan of hringing the wnter
doross Jloca Creek oy an dnvertesd

siphon—pipes run down one bunk angd
up the other—wonld not work, al-
though sueh means wore omployed in
other plivees

Ascordingly they sent to the Senuto

Committee on Februney 20, 1879, theie
sstlmntes,  prepieed by Llentennnt
loxie. and amounting o S1,.H04,541,
They estimuted, vy necessary fop con-
demnntion of lund $78,045, although
the owners along the entive lioe with
exceptions hod offered to donote  the
kind on  condition ‘that Rle  Disteion
woulil open w round thore a8 wus pro-

posed by the plin,

Nothing wns done, owing to the oppos
sition of the cengloeers and Captiin
Phelps, until the spring of 1880, when
» mecting of the acitizens toolk the mnt-
ler up.  Senntor Harpis mode nnother
report on March O, 1882, embodying a

revised  estimite by Major 'I'wining,
iving the ameunt a8 necessary S1,4848,.
:'_'n_:su. On July 15, 1882, the bill pro-
viding for the work passed, appropri-

nting S1,480,279.80, or 2401 morg
than the enginecrs' largest estimate and
S176, 707,49 more thun the lrst esti-
mte,

It waos stited that the work wonld
be comploted in two yoeors, it heing in-
tondod to contintie the gagueduet as
wis nbove the distributing reservair,
thnt I8, Lo buildviv on the surfuer, tun-
neling only ot points thiat could not be
aveided,

Licntenant Hoxie's mind now reverted
to Gen, Melgs's plun suggoestod in 15746,
erossing Rock Creele by an inverted si-
phon ind by o tupoel theough the com-
pict rovke.  He spentl an entiee season
sinking o shaft in searvch of the ook, so
thint the contriact was not given ont une-
til July, 1884, o yonr after the gussnen
of the bill, 16 wits fonnd thot the work
eoulg nov be completed jn the thne speal-
tiegd, and the contract wis extehdod to

THE CITIZENS' PROTEST.

The Attentlon of the Prestdent Catled te
the Aguedunct Work,

Mr, William . Dodge, of the com-
mittee of one handreed, who ealled to
soe the President lsse Moy, in regand to
the constroetion of the agueduct, suid

to a Critle mporter this morning, that
e was glad to see the nowspapers at
lnst taking hold of the .‘ﬂ‘lll]fhl'. “ When
I ealled on the President,” sald he, “ 1
sow only Lemont, who told me that
the Seoretary of War was thie person
who had the building of the nqueduct in
churge, T suw the Scoretary and left
with him some plans of the tunnel snd
o copy of our report conthining o detall
history of the constraction of the ugue-
tuat,

*The Seoretary promised to give his
personal attention to the matter and to
communiente with ns, but up to this time
ling fivited to do =0, After waiting o
reasonnble length of vime 1 endled ot the
department and  seoured the plaps of
the tnnel. T wrote several communlen-
tions to The Post nnd Star, reluting to the
sithjeot, but for some inknown eause the
wipors did et tuke hiokd of ihe mutter.
f they had T believe the tox-puyers
would have heen sived pot w0 fow dol-
lars, T wus surprised to see Mr, Burns
heceming so i hmant after paving Major
Lydecker such n glowing compliment in
the report on the Deligiency bill pussed
Maurely 4, 18887

Mr, Dodgo was veyy severe on Major
Liydecleers conuegtion with the matter.

In Tneompotent Hands.

The todle i botly iﬁmws of Congre
and ““"““'f leading Demoerats as wel
ns Republeans, is of ‘sending all gon-
corned to the penitentinry, siys General
Boynton, in the Commercial’ Guazette,
The Becretary of War comes in for
severe condemnntion from hisx own party,
and there is u disposition to lm!r:‘ him
responsible  for bringing  this  terrible
scandal upon the President.  But av this
wint the fuet comes to light that the
neflicient management  of Major Ly-
tdocker waos brought to the 'resident's
personil attention by o committee of siti-
wons, Moy 25 dast, ten days after the
work wios resumed, which has now been
found to he Hageantly dishonest.

At that time the Sub-Committee of
One HMundeed, upon submitting its report
on the wuter supply, mnde full and
spocifle oharges of incompetent muannge-
ment: of the tuwnel extension, Lipun
hearing this report the following resolu-
tion was adopted by the full committee,
mnd in secordanee with its direetions the
sub-committeo enlled at the White House
o Iny the motter before the President,
who was furnished with the whole chse
in printed form @

* Resalved, Thot the delegutes of Citj-
zend' Associntion, No. 3, be and they are
liereby instructed to present o copy of
the accompanying report of the Commit-
te on Water and Sewers, relating to the
witter supply, to the Committee of One
Hundeed, and that the latter committee
he requested to appoint o special  com-
mittee to walt upon the President and
request that he will take the necessary
steps to place the completion of the water
works under the control of u more expori-
enced oflicer—either Gen: Meigs or Uol
LTETCA

The President sgnt the committee to
Mr. Endicott, who heard them and prom-
jsed to hnve the charges looked into,
and to communicate with the commit-
e, This he never did.  But both he
and the President were thus pointedly
notifled by some of the most prominent
citizens  that she tunnel wanngement
wius by no means whoat it should bhe,
They ot least caonnot plead ignorance,

The further fact that the present
contractors were not the lowest respon-
sihle bidders by 845,000 is calling ouu
lively comment,

The appatent indifference of the Pres-
Ident and the War Department to these
disclosires s about u& ustonishing s
the disgoveries mude, The votten chur-
neter of the work wuas diseoversad and
publicly oconfessed on Tuesday lasb by
one of the engineer’s officers engnged on
the work, Aud yet there has been no
order for the areest or even the suspen-
sion ol the aroy officers o charge of
the work., Nor has either of them de-
manded 8 Court of Inguiey, and in the
shgence of such a demonnd it does not
peom o hnve occurred to the President
thint 1o s his duty to exercise his vight
to oxtder sneh o Court,

Awarding the Contraot,

There 15 o great deal of uneertainty as
to  whether  Beckwith oand Quuackens
bush's hondsmen can be held responsible
for the defeetive work on the big tun-
nel's lindug,

Coptuin Hoxie's originnl plans did not
