Creole slmft, down which ho wont, in thoportion nt the tunnel supposed w lmvo
been inspected by Mr. McNuinnrn, ills men
begun knocking bricks out of thu nreh.

. This portion of tho tunnel was
originally explored eiist when the hobs
that weio dr.licd t1iruuli tho top of tho
nrch revealed looso stones, tho ed

dry pitching, instead of tlio cemented
masonry wiled for in tlio KiKSPillcatloiut.
Whtit he did to-da- y wns to knock out
Uho bricks from 11 strip u couplo of feet
wide, exttnihng iter ss the tunnel from
one side to tho oilier. This was 'done for
tho purpose of exposing u cross seotlon of
uho tunnel lining elcnr from tho lloor to
the roof of natural rook ovctheud.

Thin was dona iu two placed, and the
big holes disclosed u mass of Jumbled
rock, loosely tin own iu and without
cement.

Holes were olso drilled through the
side or tho brick arch farther west but
disclosed apparently solid masonry;
what seemed to bo at this point houest
work.

At this point the tunnel slants to-
wards tho shaft so that tram-cun- t that
have been hauled to tlio bending full of
cement liuvo only to bo stinted on tho
ictitrii trip to tho shaft nifd. they run
down themselves. They flashed by the
place when tho work wns being done at
n rattling ffttlt and warning was given
of their upptcach by the negro driver,
wiip clung to tlio back end of tho car
and tried to imitate a steam whistle;

Ills musical toot, toof was a signal
for u general sciomblo to set out of tho
niy, and iv short distunco behind tho

cur tho initio that drew it up would
jog nlong with u littlo miner's lnmp in
his bridle.

It is dangerous work, knocking out
theso bricks tlmt arc all that! hold tho
loose masses of rock over tho arcli 1

place, and it pi ogrcsscd hut slowly.
Lieut. Townspiul is inclined to dis-

credit the possibility of tlio fraudulent
oonstructon of tlio tunnel costing tho
Government any money. Ho thinks tho
contractors aro bound to inako all the
work good, and that but n portion of
tho tunnel lining is defective.

It is that tlio portions of
tho work wheic, like that opened this
morning, the snaeo between thp nreh
nnd the lino rock that forms the loot of
tlio tunnel is (Hied with uncemented drv
packing, cement can be pumped in with

force pump until iho spaces between
tlio pieces of rook, nro complotely tilled,
tind tho result will bo as durable us the
masonry cnllcd for by the specifications.

Tills work, which would huvo to bo
'done in but n portion of tlio tunnel,
would not cost a gicut deal, cither of
time or money, and tho contractors
would have to pay for it. Where tliero
is no packing at all, places like O'Bticn's
cave und Lucas's cave, near the Chitin-plul- n

avenue shaft could bo illled up
with masonry.

Tho facts aro that the Government is
sulllelently in tin eontiactors' debt to
insure their finishing tho work as tho
specifications call for Its being done.

No money has yet been paid them for
last, month's work. This will amount
to tomo $28,000 or $110,000. Besides
this, there is tho ten per cent, drawback
on tho work already done, which
(mounts to about 310,000, und some
SI 5,000 is still duo for work under the
old enntmet in all about $rti,ouo.

It is hardly piobnblo that tho con-
tractors mo going to imperil nil this
money duo them by lofuslng to miiko
wood wlmtqycr fraudulent work there
fins been or may bo discovered. So
that any talk of abandoning tho pies-c- nt

tunnel entirely would' seem to bo
Insane.

Tlio right of wnv for a surface con-
duit would probably ccst moio than it
would to tear out all the lining there
is in the tunnel und build it all over
ugnln.

After tho workmen finished their mid-Irtn- y

meal work on the tunnel was lceom-menec- d.

The work of cutting away a
segment of the arch was commenced in
two other places where the drill had
showed tlio presence of looso stono pack-
ing.

As tlio holes through tho brickwork
"were- cut out linger the stones ubovc wcio
seen to show traces of cement, not enough
to bo even a pretense ol masonry, but
hero nnd there a stono would have n huud-J- ul

of yellow cement on ono sldo as if put
thcio by accident.

As tlio holes wcro enlarged the dim-pe- r
of thu big rocks over the nrch being

loosened and crashing down on the work-
men increased, and tlio work went moro
blowly. i ,1 i)

Nu new holes were mndo this after-
noon, tlioso made this morning having
shown compuintivolv good work.

Mni. Lydccker did not go into tho
tunnel until tills afternoon, when ho
joined Lieut. fTownscnd at tlio Hock
Creole sh.iti.

It was undeihtood thcio was to bo

nn investigation of tho tunnel lrom tho
Cliampluln avenuo slmft, by Mnj, Ly-

dccker to-da- but up to noon no ono
had appeared. A Oritio reporter nt-tll-

in ii lubber coat and wearing tall
I libber boots descended tlio shall, about
I I o'clock. It is an uncanny feeling
vlieu ono steps oil" tlio elevator at tho
bottom of thu shaft for tho first time.

A pumping engino at tlio foot ot tho
shaft sends a hollow boom echoing
Shiough tho dark tiinm.!, tho j.I1ps
und roof of which mo barely and dimly
Visible, by1 tlio smoky Imro of tho liit
lamps worn by tho laborers. Water is
trickling down tho shalt und splatters
In tlm pools on the gitutid. Holding tho
little lamp abovo his head and gazing
into tho yawning darkness beyond the
jopoiter plodded nioug eastward.

An occasional car, drawn by a dimin-
utive mule, ramo thundering along
over tho tramway, tho driver, a ioliy
darkey, singing us though ho cared
nothing for d gloom or tlio wet.

The Critic hnM been infoimed
thati not only tho roof of the tunnel Inn
been neglected, but tlmt it will be found
thnt thr side walls have been given us
little nttention iu many places. Of
course wIicip tlio tiinntl yus cut out of
compact rock of n good (piallty the wulls
of the tunnel nro sound, but its wis the
case u number ot times, tho e.ploshes
made tleep and hregulnr rcceecss and
tho masonry circctuiilly hid these caverns
from iew.

Workmen who hnve been employed
on tho tunnel, fiiv t'mt good honest
work wns done nt first. The luboicrs
wcro paid fair wages, but niter it time
they wero cut down so that they were
forced to sock work elsewhere und their
places wcro tilled by Ilullans ut n dol-
lar n day.

To say that tho bricklayers should
know anything about tlio wnv tho pack-in- g

was done Is sheer nonsense, when
ono takes into eomlileiutlon tho fact
tlmt tho packing was dono behind them;
as they udvnnccd along tlio funnel.

Tho reason why theso frauds wcro
not mndo public by iho men who worked
there, was because It meant the loss of
n menus of livelihood to thein, and as
ono of theso puts it. " no notice would
lmvo been taken of me. und I would
lmvo been kicked out had I said any-
thing. Nothing but, tho ncwspupcis
could reach theso ppoimV."

It Is probnblo 'tlmt tho frauds dis-
covered so ftir iu tlio work nro but n
scratch upon the surface. A Otitic rc-p- or

er. who hits linked with a number
ot tho workmen fotmerlv employed on
tho tunnel, suvs tlmt tliero arc doens
of such caverns as " Lucas' Cave." scut-tcr-

nil through the tunu.-l- . When
theso cavities were caused by tho ex--1

losivcs no nttempt was mn'dc to (111

them up. Where they tnpeicd down to
wlth'n two or three ltet uliovn the nrch
bit khends they wcro cheit tho appear-nnc- o

ot solidity by closing up the en-
trance. 'J ho workmen say that for
hundreds of feet nt a linn no packing
of any kind was used. If the Inspoctots
deny tlmt they knew of huuds being
lierp-traled-

, the workingmen say they
should have known it by the amount (it
work reported ns accomplished, thnt It
vtnsi nn impossibility to tin It iu the num-
ber liouts they were employed.

Action to lo Tuld'H.
The Deficiency bill will be reported

to the Senate y, with tho follow-
ing clause authoiiiug uu investigation
of tho aqueduct building ftauds. All
work heretofore performed upon tlio
Washington iKiiteduet tunnel, together
with tho provisions or nny contract mndo
for the same, or any poitlon thereof,
sluill forthwith bo fully investigated by
a joint select committee of six members,
ot whom three shall bo mcmbeis of tho
Semite, to bo appointed by tho President
of tho Senate, nnd thrctj shall bo mem-
bers of the House of Keprcsentutlvcs, to
bo appointed by tho Speaker. Said
committee slinll hao authority to cm-pl-

tv clerk nnd stenographer nnd bitch
experts ns it may deem necessary for
tho investigation ; it may sit during tho
sessions ol Congress or in recess, nnd
shall lmvo full power, either in lull com-
mittee or to administer
ontlis ana scud for persons and papers,
und to conduct its investigations cither
in Washington or in such places as may
bo deemed necessary: it shall mako lull
repoit of its piocccdings and tlio con-
clusions arrived at, with such recom-
mendations ns it may them proper,, to
Congress on or before January I, 1881);
nnd for theso purposes tho sum of S5.000,
or so much thereof us inuy bo necessary,
is hereby approprinud, to be disbursed
on vouchers approved by said com-
mittee.
