THE POTATO AND RUE FAMINE .—An iniel-
ligent correspondent of tho Dublin Mail,  cal-
culaiion ihat one-third of the potato ciop has 
been destroyed—that pix millions of the Irish 
population are dependent for their existence 
on this esculent—that the stmllest average 
quantity of oatmeal, the next cheapest food, 
that can bo allowed to stiBtnin human life for 
a day, is one pound avoirdupois —comes to the 
legitimate conclusion that,  supposing oatmeal 
now selling from 16s. to 17s. 6d per cwt, 
should during the dearth, rise no higher than 
20«., i t  would take no less a sum than £17,-
010 a day, or j£3,550,00'J for the half year, to 
sustain the lives ot two miifions [one-third of 
the six millions] of the Iriab people. 

AN INDIAN HANGING.—The first Indian 
that was capitally executed by the Chero-
kees, under a Cherokoe Sheriff,  was s man 
named Na',  who wa« hanged several yeais 
ago, about five miles from Van Buren',  Arkan­
sas, for the murder of another Indian, who 
was called Musquito. We have the partic­
ulars from an eye witness. The Sheriff had 
caused a gallows tefbe erected a short dis­
tance from the Court Lodge, but wh*n the 
culprit  was brought to it ,  he being« very 
tall  man, it  was found to be too short for his 
accommmndation, and some other p'ace had 
to be aought for the execution. The whole 
band of Indians, with the Sheriff and Nat in 
the midst of them, then betook themselves to 
the banks of the Arkansas, in search of a 
proper tree from which to suspend the prison, 
er ;  and after a little time, a tall  cotton 
wood was found with a projecting branch far 
up the trunk, that in the opinion of all  was 
suitable for the purpose. Nat, now that ail  
things were ready;expressed a wish to bathe 
in the river once more, which be was permit­
ted to do, carefully regarded by the rifles 
from the shore. He went into the water, frol­
icking about for some time, swam to and 
fro with great apparent pleasure—then came 
to the shore, donned his blanket and stood 
ready for the last act of the drama. The 
Sheriff now told him to climb tbe tree, which 
he commenced doing, the officer of the law 
toiling up afler him with the fatal cord. Nat 
reached ihe prejocting limb of tne tree, and 
WAS desired bv the Sheriff to work himself as 
far out upon it ,  from tbe trunk, as he could 
which was done, tha Sheriff adjusted thé 
noose around his neck, and tied the other 
end of the rope around the limb. All these 
preparations were conducted with tbe utmos

AMERICAN SETTLERS IN OREGON .—A let­
ter published in the Plait [Mo.] Argus, from 
Afr P 11 Burnet, an American emigrant t > 
Oregon, and bearing dale December Htb, 
184*1, sneaks as follows in reference to an 
opinion that the American* might ba imposed 
upon by the liriiisii  :  

"Tnero is no danger of that.  We are too 
strong; besides the intelligent men wh.giv 
ern the II B Co., are most prudent, and u^en 
forbearing. We are here iri the midst of En­
glish, Scotch, Irish, Canadians, French and 
half-breeds from Lord Selkirk's Cdiinyon 
the Red River ;  and yet we get alons» in gr»at 
harmony. National animosities are nor en­
tertained by any, and the subjects of Grjai 
Britain seem desirous to live under the Gov­
ernment of the United States. Thsy seem 
to look to that givernmentas free and happy 
and as m ist likely to be liberal in her Legis-
lalion" 

The following details concerning the char-
acterofthe population of O.egon are inter­
esting :  

"Perhaps one third of the population of Or­
egon consists of Canadian Prencb, and per­
sons from R".d Äiver, most of whom are mix­
ed with the Indian blood. Upmi the Willam­
ette, near the Metholist Mission, there is a 
large settlement of French, who have gener­
ally fin» farms wefl cultivated, large hearda of 
cattle, horses, hogs, and some sheep. Tne y 
grow a great deal of whaat, and are consider­
ed good citizens. In these plains, all  around 
me, there are numbers of persons from Red 
River. I  have found them generally indus­
trious, honest,  and very good neighbors. Afost 
of them, as well as the French, have Indian 
or half breed wives. Besides these classes 
of population, we have many persons from 
Ihe United States who were for years enga-
ged as trapiiers or traders in the ßoeky 
Mountains. These men are among our best 
citizens Many of ihem while in the moun­
tains married squaws, by whom they have 
children, and tbey still  l ire with their wives 
and are raising half-breed children, For my­
self,  a* a matter of taste, I  do not admire their 
choice of wives ;  but at the time they were 
married there were no other women to marry; 
and since they have determined to settle in 
this country, they were too hon oracle to aban­
don their wives and children in th» moun­
tain». By the laws of our government here, 
we have admitted all these classes to the full 
benefits of citizenship, an! bave given them 
precisely the same righta and privileges as
