Pilot,ONUATION OF BIJOOM.—Very lately 
we have seen an instance of dahlias being 
preserved from early frosts which we con­
sider worthy of notico. They woro chiefly 
of the fancy varieties, and woro growing 
in a bed upon the lawn of a flower garden, 
l 'liey had been pegged down whilst young, 
kept so by repeated peggin«, so that the 
highest plant, did not exceed one and a 
half foet. The owner was desirous to 
prolong the bloom, au I to do so.istruek in, 
all over the bed, some stout slicks, allow 
ng them to stand up above tho dahlias 

from six to nine inches, livery evening 
when there was tho least appearance of 
lrost the bed was covercd over with garden 
mats, sowed together in,twos and three 
removing them in the morning. By this 
slight, protection they are yet in the greatest, 
perfection, whilst all round the bed, such 
as were growing singly iu the bordcr and 
others in large masses, were all more or 
less injured and blackened with the frost. 
Such of our readers whoso dahlias may 
have as yet escaped from tho frost, would 
be wise, if possible, to try the above 
method; and the principle might te ex­
tended to geraniums, Heliotrops, &c., with 
tho best effects. The first of October is 
a good season to mark in a book for that 
purpose, the kinds of dahlia, their collors, 
heights, and other properties.—Cottage 
Garden.

1 M V O n T A IM T II M «101(1 N-S, 

The National Tmcliig'mnnr learn* from 

the Pension Office, that iu nnsv.'er to 

various inquiries relative to the Bounty 

.Land Act of September "f, 18-10, dc isiotis 

have been made as follows : 

I. That where the service has been 
lidered by a substit ute, fie is (hn person 

entitled to the benefit and riot his employer, 
That tho widow of a soldier who has 

rendered the service required by the lhw, 
is entitled lo bounty land, provided sic 
was n widow at the passage of the law, 
although she may have been married 
several times; or although her marriage 
I«) the officer or soldier may have taken 
place after ho left the service ; but if not 
a widow when the law passed, the benelit 
of the act. insures to the minor children of 
the deceased soldier. I 

II. That no parson who has received, or 
who is entitled to bounty land under a 
prior law, is enlitf 'd to the benefit of the 
Act. of the ÜHih September, 1HÔ0. 

4. That no soldier is enlittlcd to more 
than one warrant under this net, although 
he may hnve served several times i but, 
where a soldier has served several terms, 
lie will receive a warrant for the greatest 
quantity of land to which the several terms 
consolidated will entitle him. 

r>. In nil cases where any portion of tho 
mutine corps in the several wars referred 

*o iu i j ic act of tho 2Ht.li September, 1HÔ0, 
Wf'HÎÂÎiridted With the army in the field, 
and performed service as a portion of'the 
line <d' the army, the marines who so serv­
ed the time required by law, and were 
honorably discharged, nre entitled to land. 
No seaman, nor any other person belong­
ing to the navy proper, is entitled to land. 
And no tiumster or artificer is entitled to 
land. Persons who were engaged in the 
removal of the Cherokes from Georgia in 
I Kid, nr in removing Indians at any time, 
aie not eut il led to land.
