Ii was of no rise however. Lvideut 
signs of falling columns and crumbling 
wall H warned the dense crowd iu front ot 
I lie Hotel in St. Charles street, of their 
danger.  Scarcely had they moved ns i ih  

together with the engines, ho -c, aud ot lie 
apparatus lie tore the hetivy upper portion 
of the arched cornice of the portico fell 
outwards with a heavy crush. 

The great dome began to totter; all 
eyes were fixed on it. A feeling of <lee| 
regret pervaded the entire mas« of gavou« 
For a  moment there witsa pan««,find not h  

ing was heard but the roar of thu flrtinei 
aud the crackling timber. The next ill 
slant, cupola and dome fell iu. disappearing 
in a great o'otid of smoke and lire that 
rushed up, whilst a deafening crash stu ned 
the ear. The doom of the St. Charles 
was scaled. 

Presently thereof disnppcered; mfters 
crashed down in showers of sparks nnd 
smoke ; portions of the interior walls 
followed, ihe lolly wall in ihe rear nnd on 
( tinvier si reet, broke oil'iu great, ma .e*. 
and went plunging down, •- •trie iii'-ide the 
building and others iu the street, whilst tit 
ereh fiill a henvy. thundering u"i«', nnd 
shoot, of flame and -parks, followed. Two 
ot the tall pillars in front soon came down 
in the street. It ié useless to puisne th 
description fmther. The flauie-tc.onfinucd 
to rage a,s fiercely ns ever, until toward--
C\ o'clock, when all tlie timbers, beams, 
everything in short in the Hotel of an in­
flammable nature, had fallen and been 
burned, leaving t he noble édifice complete­
ly dismantled, scorched and blackened—' 
the entire arch of the portico gone—ihe 
pillars cracked, their heads down, plaster­
ing olf—here and the re slcn 1er portions of 
the high walls still standing—a desolate 
wreck and mass of blackened, smoking 
ruins. The wall and part, of the cornice 
on Common street and at the cot tier of St. 
Charles, ere still erect, hut cracked, defaced 
and tottering. 

The strong wind blew showers of burn­
ing citiders a long distance, setting fire f0 

the turrets of Mr. Clnpp's Church, at the 
corner of (.'ravier and St. Qharles streets,-
to the Methodist ehuroh at the corner of 
Carondelct nnd Poydrfts, to various frame 
buildings in Itèvia street,, between Caron­
delct and üarron'ue, in Carondelct above 
and below IIevhi, and to many roofs in the 
rear and neighborhood of the Hotel and 
churches. 

Despite the exertions of the firemen, 
Mr. C la pp's Church was, i if les* than an 
hour efter it caught, completely gutted, 
leaving the bare walls. After the engines 
had left it and wdiilst a great number of 
persons were on the sidewalk in front, the 
square tower suddenly fell iu pushing the 
wall out., and for a -moment it was feared 
tliatfnany persons .wore killed. Fortunately 
that wa* not the case. A fireman, we are 
informed, had his arm broken. The green 
house iu the front yard of the Church, at 
the corner of Union and St. Charles, aud a 
tent-maker's shop at the Gravier street 
corner, were destroyed. Many of the 
plants in the green-house were sa^d. 

The Methodist Church was insured for 
$30,000, SI0,000 in the General Mutual, 
$10,000 in the Nashville Life Insurance 
aud Trust, and $10,000 in the Tennessee 
Marine and Fire insurance Company ail 
of this city. 

The St. Charles Hotel building was 
insured for $100,000. Of this the Sun 
Mutual has $15,000, the General Mutual 
$10,000, the Crescent Mutual $15,000, 
the Delaware Mutual $ 10,000, the Nash­
ville LifaJjisurauce aud Trust S15,000,< the 
Lgjdngtcm $5,000' the Merchants' $20,-
000, aud the Protection $10,000. 

The lessees, Messrs. Mutige & Wilson, 
had an insurance of $52,500 ou the fur­
niture, stock, wines, liquors, «See. Of tnis 
the Sun Mutual has $5000 ; the Geqerai ; 
Mutual. $5000; the Crescent Mutual 
$2000; the Union $5000 ; the Columbils 
(solely ou stock, liquors, See.,) $d000.— 
The rest is taken at tt|c North. These 
are as near as we could ^ascertain with 
diliigeut attention. There are, doubtless, 
errors which will be corrected. The Me­
chanic.?' arid Planters' has $2000 on the 
wagon depot under Mr, ClappV church.
