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About Kossuth. 

A meeting took place between Kossuth 

and the First Division of the New York 

Stat« Militia, composed of uniformed 

volunteer, eorps, and ntimbering about 

five thousand men, at Castle Garden, on 

the evening of the 16th inst. We copy 

an extract from the description giveu by 

the Courier aud Enquirer : 

" The turu-out of the Military was the 
strongest that we have had for some time, 
and the scene in Castle Garden throughout 
the evening, tha most brilliant aud excit­
ing we havoever witnessed in that build­
ing. The »tage was oeoupied by the 
Hungarian officers who are with M, Kos­
suth, by Major General Staudford and 
Staff, and the Brigadier Generals aud 
Staffs, In the private boxes, aud in the 
centre of the stage were some Hungarian 
ladies, nnd the families of the general 
officers. The stage itself was decorated 
with a handsome scene, aud the curtain 
was composed of an American aud Hun­
garian flag. In front of the «tage was 
stationed a well disciplined baud, of some 
forty brass instruments, led by Allan 
Do<lworth. The members of the baud 
were all ' dressed iu a magnificent Hun­
garian uniform. 

V ;M At eight o'clock the doors were closed 
the Military having all arrived audit scene 
was presented which is but seldom witnes­
sed. The soldiers were in full uniform 
and remained covered. The effect of so 
many brilliant uniforms, and the many 
plumes waiving, as may well be imagined, 
was very beautiful. In the centre of the 
Hall were grouped a number of the Regi­
mental Standards, aud every nook nnd 
corner of the building was filled with the 
members of the Division. ** 

Gen. Saudford commanding the division 

delivered an address to Kossuth, iu be­

half of the citisen soldiers of the city. 

Kossuth's rgply was extemporaneous— 

the first speech of tlie sort he has made 

on this side of the Atlantic—»ami was 

very spirited as well as eloquent It fills 

nearly a column and a half of the Courier. 

We take a few passages, showing the 

views , und intentions of Kossuth, as 

suggested by the peculiarities of the oc­

casion ! 

•"lain a very dry prosaic man, and be­
sides I grow old. Service and toil have 
worn out the freshness of iny mind ; and 
I apply my humble abilities acôordiuq; 
to the exigencies Of the time, and accord­
ing to the exigencies Of the present tîmë, 
I frankly confess that my brains are more 
filled with tactics aud stmt Agios than 
a rhetorician. Yon are citizen soldiers ; 
that is your glorious title ; that is the 
title to -which I have the aUitian to aim.; 
so I hope you will kindly eScuse me if. I 

no eloquent âpeeeli, but rather 
speak to you in a soldierly manner, 

plaioly and frankly, without any pretention 
Whatever to skiil. (Cheers.) Gentlemen, 
do fm kaow what latte finest speech 
that I ever in my life heart or tend? It

Cod bles* me, as 1 know there will be uo 
Hungarian who will not. follow his colors. 
As It has been, so it must be, find so it 
will be. There is yet another, f retiiemlwt 
very Hue speech, It, is that of the old Cov­
enanter, who spoke to his soldiers Hieso 
words befoie a buttle—"Now, boys, put 
your trust in God, and keep your powder 
dry," (tremendous cheers and laughter.) 
Gentlemen, that must be my motto for 
to-day, I will put my trust in God ; but 
I do not know if my sickness will ndt 
cast some damp upon my powder."— 
(Laughter.) 

Kossuth hnving taken his soothe was 

again élieered with the same enthusiasm, 

aud Gen Sand ford rose and proposed a 

serious of resolutions declaring that his 

division sympathised with Kossuth aud 

Ins country's cause ; that the intervention 

of 11 usain was a violation of the laws of 

nations and an outrage upon justice and 

hutrmtiUy. ****** 

"That we regard HtlègÉry fts having 
entitled herself to the position of an hide-
pendent nation; and we respectfully urue 
her récognition by our Government at tiio 
earliest appropriate season, 

" That we hold the right of every nation 
to regulate its own domestic concerns, 
without the interference of any other 
power—n principal of international law— 
and thai we will urge the recognition of 
this principle by our Government in its 
intercourse with foreign nations. 

" That for the purpose of aiding the 
Governor of .Hungary, in his efforts to 
establish the Independence of his country, 
that a committee be appointed, OGUSWUng 
of the general officers, and three officers 
from each regiment of this Division, for 
the purpose of collecting subscriptions 
front this Division, and to unite with any 
oommittea to be appointé! by our fellow 
elttsîeu», iu aid of the Hungarian fund." 

These resolutions were adopted by the 
itnrt enso assemblage without a dissenting 
voice, and Immediately after Capt Hiubnid 
Freiiûl), of the Lafayette Fusileôrs rose, 
and offered on the part of his company, 
one thousand dolfnrs to the Kossuth Fund, 

Many of our readers may think that wo 

are devoting too much space to this man, 

but no one who reads the northern journals 

and observe* the engrossing interests felt 

for his every word nud movement, can fail 

to perceive that his visit to this continent 

will exercise an important influence—the 

character of which has yet to be devolved 

upon our affairs, It is therefore, proper 

thai onr citfaeus should be apprised of all 

that is necessary to a right understanding 

of what is going on concerning the man 

find his mission. 

At the Press banquet as fit the Corpora­

tion dinner, soverul clergymen were 

present. But one spoke at tlio former 

eutertninment, Rev. Henry Ward Beech* 

er, who by previous arrangement ro.qioud 

ed to the toast. 

"ClVIl, AND IlßttOlOÜS FrKËOOM.— 
The sun that shiucs beyond the clouds of 
Revolution. " 

A few extracts from his oration will 

serve to make his views understood : 

"There ore Revolutionary Societies, too, 
established iu this country, which have 
their missions not only iu France, but in 
Asia, Persia, Arabia.—in almost every 
part of Europe, and all over the world. 
There is the Bible Soeiety, nlso, one of 
the most revolutionary organisations in 
the world. Do not think I mean a play 
upon words. Why, the whole New 
Testameut itself gives more bomb-shells 
more rockets, more devastating elements 
against the power of despots, than all 
other books taken together. And that 
man who sends a Bible, or a Protep-
taut minister to preach the Bible, ie a 
missionary of revolution. This is.no figure 
of speech. Every step of progress that 
that man makes is preparing that people 
for civil and religious liberty, as the suu 
is preparing the tree for blossoms, aud 
caused its buds to shoot. " * * 

"Now gentlemen, you will ask me "do 
you believe in interfering?" I do believe 
in interfering, and how, I will toil you in 
one word. By just those ways that will 
make our intentiou felt. If it be less, 
then good. If it requires more, then take 
more.. I do not believe one word of this 
cant. I used to thiuk I was a peace man 
but I am afraid I ain't. (Laughter.) I 
do believe that while God is the author of 
peace among nations, yet you must reach 
all by such lufluenceuisjiou can; and 
though it be by war, I believe that even 
war is better than a state of things where 
there is no right of war, I do not regard 
war as the worst evil this world knows. 
There are states in which men are com­
pelled to be in wretebeduess, 

"Ibelieve the expressed opinion of 
America, frill make the Autocrat Of R-ns-
«ia corné to a stand still—if we may be 
permitted to say ? "Thus far shalt thou 
com« but no further. '' If he understands

Immigration tu Ireland. 

The Dublin correspondent of the [«on-

don^Tim«*, writes : < ;f i 

" The thinning of the population pro­
ceeds, in spire of wind ami weather, as 
briskly as it did in the mouth of May last. 
The tptays of Dublin are just now crowded 
with emigrants, chiefly from the western 
counties, and the bulk of them of the most 
wretched class of the peasantry. There 
ore, uo doubt, except ion,«, but whole hordes 
of the poor creatures who are talking of 
shipping here have not sufficient cavariifg, 
for the journey to Liverpool, not to speak 
of an ocean voyage of some 3000 miles 
A Dundalk paper contains the following 
statement in reference to tlio 'flight* of 
farmer* from the northern counties: » An 
M. P. of an Ulster county, passing thro' 
this town last week,stated that the Gov-
eminent were bouomiug alarmed at the 
crowds of emigrants leaving Ireland. He 
informed the person with whom lie was 
conversing, that the Ministry will devise 
some measures early iu the next session to 
cheek emigration. It is probable, ho said, 
that, they will pass an act limiting the 
ports from which emigrants shall aail to 
one or two, and compel the owner of each 
»•migraui vessel to pay a tax of 4 to £0 
for each passenger taken on board,' " 

The Waterford papers state that the 
tide of emigration from that part is as 
brisk as ever. In one day two steamers 
left for Liverpool, having on board be­
tween them 400 passengers, and those for 
the most pan couakfiug of the " energetic 
and persevering nort ion of the peasantry." 
lu addition to nil this, an Ulster Corres­
pondent of the Western Star, write» thus ; 
"ill my last I gave an intimation of the 
oxteut to which emigration from Ulster 
was proceeding, although the local jour­
nals seem to have taken very little notice 
of the matter. I have since heard from 
trustworthy sources, sullicient to convince 
me that if some of the landlords do not 
soon eoineto some arrangement with their 
tenants, different from that which prevails 
at present, another year will not elapse 
before there is as great nu exodus from 
Ulster as from our own province."
