: In the language of the late Mr. Marcy, in his
letter of the 10th January, 1854, to Mr. Jackson,
thenyour charge d'afitires to Vienna, when speak-
thg of Tousig'' case, "every nation; whenever its
laws • violated by'any one owii obedience to
them, 'hether he is a citizen or a stranger, has a
right to inflict the penalties incurred upon the trans-
gressors, if found within its jurisdiction."

Whilst these principles cannot be contested,

greatoare. should be taken in their application, es-
pecilly tor.br naturalized citizens. the moment
a f6relgnerfbecomes naturalized his allegiance to
his native country is spvcred forever. He experi-

'efces a new.polltical birth. A broadsud impassa-
ble line separates him irom l's native country. He
is no. more responsible for anything he may say or
'do or omit to say or do, after assuming his new
clhraieter, than if he had been born in the United
States. Should he return to his native country, he
returns as an American citizen, and in no other
characteir: In order to entitle his original govern-
ment to'punish him for an offence, this must have
been cominitted whilst he was a subject and owed`
allegiance tp that government. The offence must
have been complete before his expatriation. It
must ha.yeeen of such a Claracter that he might
hare been tirIoand punished for it at the moment
Qf his departure, A future liability to serve inthe
army Fill not be sufficient; because, before the
time can arrive for sugh service he has changed his
allegiance,aind has b~lome a citizen of thb United
States.
