age of 52. Wmin. Edmondstoune Aytoun
was born in 1813, of an o!d Fifeshire faimi-
Jy. He received his education at Edinburgh
University-being distfngiishe'd ambng his
class fellows at the former by. tl4e elegance
and excellence of his English and Latin

>.ompositions. In 1881, he gave to the pub-
lic his first work-a. poem on "Poland," the
Inspiration of which his impulsse and ro-
mantic spirit had doubtless drawn from
the stirring events of the Polish' revo-
lation; but the poem met with no very
cordial teception. In. 1840 .he ias a-"
miitted as an advocate. At the bar he did
not make any marked figure, though he had
some little reputation in criminal business.
flis geniality and ready wit, however, made
him a, favorite among his fellows of the
robe. In 1845 he ivs fortunate enough to
be appointed to the chair of literature add
belles lettres in the University of Edinburgh,
and in 1852 the Conservative government
further advanced him by making him sheriff
of Orkney and Shetland. Shortly after his
appointment to his chair, we believe, he
