Suppose the Legistatore of the New York
had passed an act requiring citizens, asa
condition precedent to the eXercize of their
ordinary civil rights, to malke oath befors o
magistrate that they had not been drunk,
that they had not borne false witiess against
their neighbor, et cetera, would The Tribune
defend the law? Would it not rather de-
tiounee it as an insult to the entire com-
mupity, and swell the chorns of popular in-
dignation it would be sure to exeite ?

As for the Congressional test oath, upon
whieh the Housa §udjci_a:y Committec hag
recently made a report, we can only say that
after carefolly perusing the abstract of the
report fumisges to the press, and the elab-
orate comments of the Evening Post upon
if, we have beon unable to find a single sol-
id argument in favor ofit. . The sum total
of their arguments is, that Mr. Johnson
onge fayored the oath, and that e is a very
naughty boy for having changed his views.
The constitationality of the oath was never
once touched on, and the report is a mere
partisan document of the most disgraceful
character. 'This of courst, was a thing to
be expected when even the Sapreme Court
postponed; for party %urposes. the deliver-
ing of a decision, which liad been arfived at,
on this very ‘question.—~[N. Y. News.

Tnternal Revénus Tax Biiﬂ_

The following are some of the provisions
of the bill to amend the internal revenue
law, as reported on the 23th from the Com-
mittee on Ways and Means:

MANUFACTURED COTTON:

The bill provides that on and aftér the
1st day of July, 1866, in lien of the daties
on manufactared cotton, there shall be paid
by the producer, owner or holder, upon all
eotton produced within the United States,
aneiupon which no taxes have been paid
atax of5 centsapound: Upon articles
manufactured exclusively from cotton, when
exported, there shall be allowed as a draw-
back an amount equal to the internal tax
which shall have been assessed uad paid
upon such articles in their finished ¢ondi-
tion; and i addition thereto,a drawback or
allowance ofns many cents per ponnd npon
the pound of cotton cloth, yarn or other
articles manufactured exclusively, as upon
raw cofton.

BROKERS AND BANKEKS.

Section 99 provides that all sales made
by brokers and bankers doing husiness ag
brokers, whether made for the henefit of
others or on their own account shall pay a
tax at the rate of 5 cents for every $100.
On contracts; sfock, bouds, foreign gold
silver, bullion, coin uncurrent money, ete
20 cents for every $100 of such sales, - Se-
curities, 2 cents for every $100. Contracts
for sales negotiated und made by any per-
gon firm or company, not taxed as o broker
and banker of any gold, bullion, coin, un-|
curtent money, promissory notes, stocks,
bonds, or other secarities, not his own prop-
erty, at the rate of 5 cents for every $100
of such sales or contracts.

EXPRESS COMPANIES-—INCOMES—BANKING

BYSTEM.

The tax on express compaties is in-
ereased from 5 to 6 per eént on gross re-
ceipts. When the gross rectL;igls do not
exceed $1000, they are exempted,

-'I'he banking system isamended by ad-
ding the deposits in associations known as
insufancd Egbks, ete., havilig no eapital
stock and no business, but investing mone
for the sole benefit of pariies making suc
deposita. They shall be exempt from tax
or duty on so nuch ofgheir deposits as they
have invested in secdfities of the United
States and all deposits of leas than $300
made in the name of one person.

'The income tax is b per cent alter $1000
in lieu'of $600 ‘a8 at present.

BTAMPS—MATCHES:

The stamp laws, weishers’ and measurers’
returns, are stricken out of schedule B, and
the following is substituted in lieu: Receipts
for any sum of money, or for payment of
any debt exceeding $20 in amount, not
being for eatisfaction of any mortgage, or
judgement or decreo of any eourt, or by in-
dorsement on any stamped obligation in
acknowledgement of fulfiliment, each’ re-
ceipt 2 cents; provided, that when more
than one signature iz affixed to the same
paper, one or niore stamps may be allixed
thereto, representing ‘the whole amdunt of
the stamps required for such signature.
