Blacks, whether infant or adalt, havalittle
of the vital furce to resist disease that
whites have. 'When they get sick, naless
well cared for, they die. The owner's in-
terest in bis Slavé (4nd possibly ‘a little
sense of duty and humanity) prompts him
to take care of every life. Nurseries are
established on plantations, eupervised hy
the doctor and the mistrese, that save the
lives of infants, The mother only comes
to nurse her child, ond is too hapoy to he
rid of further ews.  She has little of the
affection for he yeung that characterizea
white mothers, of many of the lower ani-
mals. Hir derotion to the children of her
mistress is oflen far greater than to her
own,; These fiets will explain why tho ne-
rroes lately etiancipated pre dyini so fear-
fully.

Recollections of General N, P
Banks—Humane Treatment of a
Federal Officer —A*Revolting In-
cident--Unpleasant  Residentg--
Feeling ¢f the people Towards
the Radicals--A Seriptural Par-
allel, &2, &e, :

MARKSVILLE, L4, June 1, 1886,
7o the Editor of the Metropolitan Record:

Dear Sik: It is well known that in the
spring of 1864 that brave Christian Gene-
ral, N. P. Bahkg, at the head 'of 'his pious
army marehed up the Red River Valley to
reinstate the sacred Union banner ipon the
house-tops and to preach Cnristianity to
the deluded people. They had read how
missionaries'in other heathen lands, after
getting the power, had destroyed the idols
of the simple inhabitants and then easily
succended ‘in” persuading thetw t6 chant
hosaunas to the symhoels which they raised
aloft, and Nathaniel and Lis brave follow-
ers acted upon the same principal. One of
the idols of the Southern _{l(_’tlpﬂn wig cot-
ton, therefore they charitally destroyed it
or removed it away beyond the danger of
temptation; anothier waseomfortable, well-
furnished homes, therefore Nathan bumied
them in order that the people wight have
nothing to distract their nttention from the
one great idea of loyalty to the United
