Death of a Veteran Editor,

We are pained to learn of the death
of Edward William Johnston, Esq., at
8t. Louis, Mo., on the 9th Imst. Mr.
Johnston was born in Cumberland
county, Virginia, in the year 1799, and
was the son of Judge Peter Johnston,
a distinguished jurist and member of
the celebrated Legislature of 1798 which
passed the famous Resolutions. Judge
Johnston raised quite a large family of
chrildren, of whom the subject of this
sketeh was- the eldest,” 'Charles C.
Jolmston, while a promising member of
Congress, was drowned in the Potomae
in the year 1831, Beverly Johaston is
a leading lawyer in Bouth-Western
Virginia, and Peter Johnston represen-
ted Les Counly in the' Convention
which passed the ordinance of secession.
Joseph E. Johnston is still more widely
know than either of hia brothers, as
the late commander of the Confederate
forces in the South-West. Through
his mother Mr. Johnston was & grand
nephew of Paterick Henry.

At an early age Mr. Johnston became
associated with the publie press, & pro-
fession in which he was destined to
achieve an enviable destinction, He
wasan assistant editor of the New York
Courier and Enquirer, under James
Watson Webb, before the rise of the
Whig party. During Nullification
times e edited a nullification paper at
Columbia, South Caroling, was a Cal-
houn man during his war with Jackson,
but quitted him, as lie said, “when he
surrendered to Voan Buren” and became
an orthodox member of the Demacratic
party. Subsequently to his residence
in South Carolina Mr. Johnston settled
at Washingtoun as a newspaper corres-
pondent and acquired a wide reputa-
tion by his able and interesting letters
on current political questions over the
signiture of Il Segretario. For fifteen
yearshe wasthe literary editorof the Na-
tional Intelligencer, and wrote those able
literary eriticisms which ndded so much
to the interest of that venerable paper.
In 1850 he became the editor of the
Richmond Whig, but having become
involved in a political quarrel and a
duel with John M. Daniel, he left the
paper in a short time and returned to
Washington. Soon after the establish-
ment of the New York Zimes he wrote
for it a series of sketches on “Great
Talkers,” which were very.generally
read and universally admired, We re-
member liis giving the palm to his
friend, the gifted Warren R. Davis, of
Sonth Carolina, as being the best talker
hehad ever met. In 1854, during the
Know Notling excitement, hie was edi-
torof the New Orleans Crescent, then
published by Joseph H, Maddox, Eaq.,
of this parish. In 1887 he removed to
St. Louis, Mo., and was fur a short time
the literary editor of the St. Louis Lea-
der, the organ of the Democracy of Mis-
souri, then nnder the editorial manage-
ment of Wm. A. Seay, Esq., now of this
parish, He remained in St. Lonis dur-
ing the war, and we understand suffer-
ed no little oppressién on account of his
known Southern sentiments. ,
Mr Johnston, when in the prime of
life, had few superiors in those attain-
ments which are the most useful toa
politician; and few excelled him asa
ready paragmphist and politieal con-
troversialist: - He wielded ' a forcible
and fluent pen. A few years since,
when the Whig Review was ai its Zen-
ith, Mr. Barnard = requested Mr. Web-
ster ta ‘write an article on “Progress”
which should take & Conservative view
and have interwoven with it some of
the fundamental principles of the Whig
party, 'Mr.'Webster declined and re-
commended Mr, Johnston, who placed
the articlein  the printer’s Lands with-
in twenty four hours,  When he joined
the editorial staff of the 6b.; Louis Jvq-
der, Prentice (of, whose paper he was.

Equality in the Distriot of Col-
umbia, ;

The debatein the Senate to-doy was brief,
lively and piquant, on the passege of Sena-
tof Sumner's bill to strike out the word
“white" from the constitution of the Ihs.
trict of Columbia, and to give the right to
negroes to sit npon juries, together with all
tho privileges accorded to the whites. It
was chiefly intereating as indjeating the un-
altered sentiment of the Republican party
in reference to the equality of rapes. In
view of the verdict rendered at the recent
election an opinion prevailed that the dom
want element in the Senate would hesitate
in furcing upon the peopls of thifs Distriet,
the obnoxious measure of total equality,
and those Republicans to whom eonserva-
tive tendencies have been attributed were
expected to record their objection to the
passage of the bill. The sequél, however
shows.that the vote was a strict party one
and that the Radieals have no compnne-
tions to the enforcement of universal equal-
ity where the theory can meet with no ef-
fective opposition. Benator Sumner evi-
dently felt anxious for the immedinte pus-
sage of Lis bill, and seemed impatient at the
delay some of the Democratic mombers per-
gisted in creating. Mr. Pomeroy, of Kan-
sus felt equally anxious, but expressed him-
sell diesatisfied thatthe bill failed in not
being a sweeping measure—ane that would
wige ont all distinctions of race or color,
and lvok upon both mees ns one. The
Senator spoke somewhat impalsively; and
excited a little derisive sm:ling. Senntor
Hendricks, of Indjana, to whom the credit
of mueh nervous precision as a speaker
must be aceorded, protested amminst the
passage of the bill, and takin, up the Sena
tor from Kansas, sdmonished him that his
constituency were fr less favorably dispos-
ed toward amalgamation of the race; as
their recent verdiet at ibe polls emphati-
ctlly declared, than the ‘Senator, himself
might be willing to admit, = Reverdy John-
son made a brief but forcible argument
against the measure. His language was
that of a lawyar appealiog against the un-
constitotionality of a projected act. Speak-
ing at first in rather a subdued tone, he be-
cameafter a while somewhat impassioned,
and wound up with a solumn protest against
the bill. - Mr, Bamner ealled up the bill
again in the sfternoon, and this gave occa-
sion to the only spicy piece of debata that
has marked the proceedings of the session
go fur.  Senator ?Hendrieks roge a second
time and gave his reasons for opposing the
bill. He did 80 in o really masterly man-
ner gaying among other things, that those
terms so frequent in the vocabulary of Rad-
icalism “copperhiedds,” “rebels” &, applied
to the Northera Demoeraey were graduall
falling into disuse, and that the time had
come when they should be dropped alto-
gether. Senator Morton, his collegne,
from Indiana, and as equally able a debater
replied very sententiously, declaring his be-
lief that the torms complained of by Mra
Hendricks would cling to ,the Democracy
through all generations. "[‘ha_'pussage at
arms eontinued fors litsle time longer, much
talent being exhibited onboth sides.
