girl is briefly told : -

She was born in Glougestershire, Kug:
land, was married, and cams to this .coun-
try.' Only twenty-three jears old, she has
a girlish fizare, sweet, intelligent face,
linghing brown eyes, earnest mouth. and
loving Tips, the very pictare of Innotence.
Her fathor’s name is Vaoghan, asd his
alfection’ for Ler did not end by her. mar-
wiage and departure to unother coantry.
Bhe arrived here with her husband, Heory
Hariis, in 1866, bat found that he belong-
ed to another, and she weat, in her distre==
and loneliness, to Pottstille, Ps.. and pro-
cured a place 08 scrvant girl and then as
dairymaid. Soon a erisis came in her life.
She fell a vietim, not to her own weakpess
or passion, but to the brute furce and
devilish Tnst of & bad man. A short timd
ufter she went to Philadelphia, and in the
depths of last Winter. in a lone room;
without mother, sister, friend or atteadant,
gove birlth to s child. She eaffered the
agonies of her condition for Liours together
and althongh slie would ery -foraid, nome
come to her in season. She found, as soon
a3 slreiigth came to her, that her child was
Bome Ceriian woriah in the houso, pfter
forty hours, discovered her situation and
attendcd to her wauts. The aathorilies
were ealled in, the coroner’s physician de:
clared that the ehild had bsen killed from
the marks of violenee on its head, and the
woman was amrested, tried, and an theé évi-
dence was found guilty of murder and sen:
teneed to be hanged. For ten months she
has luin in prison, five of them uoder the
dread sentence of death.  All this time no
friend went to see her, no one took dny fo-
terest in her, nor infdistered 10 s wanta,
ontil Mrs. Dr. Smith, of Philadelphin;
hearing of the peculiar circumstauces of her
caze, befriended lér.
