The Jackson Tragedy.

THE EILLISG OF MAYOR CRANE BY ¥ M,
YERGER.
Testimony Hefore the Jury of Inguest.

——

The Jackson (Miss.) Clarion, of the 10th
publishes the full particulars ol the recent
lamentable tragedy in that city, which
grew out of the official act of Mayor Crane,
the decessed, in ordering the seizure of
the peréonal property—a plano—of Mr.

Getieral Logan has issued an otder,
dated at Washipgton, June 2; as Com=
mandet-in-Chief of the Grand Army of
the Republic, in which ke explains ofi-
cially why the graves of rebels were
not decorated as well as those of Un-
ion soldiers. He says that the charges
aguinst the marines on guard at Ar-
lington are wilful exaggerationa. The
guard received their instructions from
the committee, and it is belleved that
they discharged their duty in a proper
manner and spirit. The Grand Army
of the Repuoblic seeka to honor and
preserve the principles and inatitotions
for which ite members and their dead
comrades fought.

We strew flowers, therefore, on the
graves of our cowrades, and prevent
their being strewn in the national
cemeteries at the same time on the
graves of such rebel dead as may be
buried therein, not because we cherish
any feelings of hate or desire to tri-
umph over individual foes, but because
we seek to mark in this distinetion and
manner the feeling with which the na-
tion regards freedom and slavery, loy-
alty and treason, republican principles
and those of a slaveholding oligarchy.
We are ready to forgive—we hold no
malice—but we will never consent by
public national tribute to obliterate the
wide golf which lies between the ob-
jects, motives, and principles for which
we tought and our comrades died, and
those for which the rebel armies band-
ed together, and for which their dead
pow lie in numerous graves,
