urday last from its solemn labors,
and presented to the Court five in.
dictments together with a Report
in which all whom it may councern
were congratulated that the *‘era
ot lawlessness had ended.” And
yet on Saturday night before ad-
journment a truly loyal voter of the
|colored persuason killed another
and previous condition,” and on
Sunday morning in the same neigh-
borhood a recontre between two
more of the *newly enfranchised”
ended in the same fatal manner,
Moreover, we have, from fime to
time, shown in these columns that
the Radieal majority in this parish
was rapidly decreasing by the fa-
cility with which liadical voters
were taken off by their Hadical
friends, and have intimated that
this prevalence of erime was owing
to the fact that the colored men
had pretty well made up their
minds that, as the Courts are now
organized, they arein very little
danger of either arrest or convie-
tion no matter what may be the
nature of the crimes they may com-
mit.

Whenever one of these murders oc-
eurs, or whenever any pmiurcd vil
lian ean be found toswear that one
has oceurred, a hullabaloo is raised
all through Yankeedowm aund the
truly loyal regions, Ku-Klux bills
are passed, and Congressional com-
mittees sent to the Sonth to manu-
facture testimony to serve as the
basis of more tyrannical legislation
Nine tenths of the violence com-
mitted at the South is done at the
hands of the special friends of the
Radical majority in Congress.
General Blair showed in his speech
in the Senate, by direct testimony,
that the only Ku-Klux that had
ibeen actually discovered in the
State ot North Carclina were ne-
groes and carpet-baggers, who had
disguised themselves to plunder
and rob trom other negroes and de-
fenceless persons. And such
doubtless is the case in all the oth-
er Sonthern States. DBuat these
facts do not suit the liadical man-
agers at Washington. They are
ever on the alert tor some Ku Klux
outrage with which to fire the
Morthern heart, and keep up the
Northern hatred of the Southern
people; avd their ability to find
them increases i proportion to the
rapidity with which the tortunes
of the Radieal party decreese.

peath of Hon. James M., Masem.
We are pained to learn of the death
of the Hon. James M, Mnson nt his
residence near Alexandria, Virginia, on
the 28th ult, at an advanced age. As
he had been for some time past in
failing health his death was not un-

expected.
Colonel Mason sprang from one of the

oldest of the old Virginia families. He
was the grandson of George Mason.
of illustreons memory, the author of
the famous Virginia Bill of Rights.
During the administration of Andrew
Jackson Colonel Mason wasa leading
member of the Virginia Legislature, In
1837 he was elected to Congress and
served two years in the Housze ¢f Rep-
resentatives. In the year 1847 the
Legislature of Virginia had two Sena-
tors to Elect, one in place of the Hon.
Wm. C. Rives, whose term was to ex-
pire on the 4th of March, and the
other in place of the Hon. Isaac 8.
Peunybacker, who died in January
of that year. The Democrats who
had a large majority on joint bllot,
nominated in eancus the Hon. Wm.
Smith, at that time Governor of the
State, and the Hon. John W. Jones,
farmerly speaker of the United States
Honse of Representatives. But the
Callioun or ultra Southern wing of the
Democracy, under the lead of Mr.
Bocock, refused to go into caucus or to
be bound by its nominations. Mr,
Hunter was put forward as » candidate
for the firat, and Colonel Mason for the
second vacancy, and with the aid of
the Whigs they were both elected. By
subsequent re-elections they continued
to represent the State with great abili-
ty until their withdrawal from the
Senate in 1861 on the passage of the
Yirginia ordinance of secession.

Colonel Mason was the thind mem-
per of his family who had filled a seat
in the Senate of the United States.
During his fourteen years' service he
maintained his reputation for ability
and fidelity to the State-rights plat-
form on which he was elected. For
many years he was Chairman of the
eominittee on Foreign Relations, and
was the immediate predecessor of Mr.
Sumner in that position. During the
whole war he was absent abroad as
a Confederate States Commissioner.
His eapture, together with Mr, Slidell,
while on board a British vessel, and his
subsequent release on the demand of
Great Britian, are " circumstances fregh
in the memory of our readers. Since
his return to the United States he has
lived in perfect retirement, and has
not obiruded his opinions on the pres-
ent state of the country, upon the
world. He emburked every thing in
the contest, und having lost all, he
Dbowed to the will of fate withouta
murmar.

It is pretty hard to determine just
now with regard to the rumored
changes in the cabinet. The system
adopted by the Grant administration
of saying one thing and meaning an-
other, is very embarrassing to news
gutherers and interviewers, because
“they are so given to lying,” they
gtrike the truth only by accident. A
few days ngo o prominent public man
interviewed General Grant, and in-
quired if there was any truth in the
rumor that Boutwell was about to re-
tire from the Treasury Department.
Grant answered that so farns he
knew there was no change intended
and he did not desire his resignation.
Girant is well tutoréd in his replies,
his actions, however, prove that he
does want him out, but he intends,
that it shall appesr to the country to
be voluntary on the pait of Boutwell.
Correspondents and Editors in the
Grant interest, insist that if Bout-
well does go out that it will not be at
the desire of the President. The ad-
ministration organs “doth protest to
mueh,” even the cabinet officers deny
it thusly: “The reported cabinet
changes are without the least founda-
tion, and a cabinet officer states, that
secretary Fish, has been desiring to
retire from the cabinet for some time
past, and will probably do so after
the adjournment of the Joint High
Commission.” This is rather an am-
biguous giving out; who shall trans-
late it? In one paragraph he denies
the rumored changes and at the
same time admits the withdrawal of
Secretary Fish, who certainly is &
member of the cabinet. Thia cabi-
net officer should not adopt the Sew-
ard system but follow Grant's, that
of a bold plumper and be done with
it, and let the responsibility rest up-
on the circumstances which made it
necessary; this is Grant’s diplomacy
and statesmanship.

The mill,
however, has been evacoated by the

destructive fire from the insurgent
fortifications.

[Note—The Saguet Mill, reported
captured by the Versailles forces, is
south of and about one mile from Forts
Bicetre and d’Ivry.]

The approaches of the Versailles ar-
my to Fort Issy are being rapidly com-
pleted, and it is now regarded impoesi-
ble for the Communist garrison to es-
capea.

The eannonading and musketry fire
continue, and severa! engagements of
an unimporiant nature have ocenrred,
as a result of these affairs. Nixty
prisoners have been bromght in from
the front. Favre has gone to Brossels
to participate in the peace negotiations,
Loxpox, May 4.—It is positivel
stated Thiers refuses to enter into a
commercial treaty with Germany, and
Bismarek has protested against the un-
just discrimination made by France
agninst German commeice, It isre-
ported- the Commnuoe requested those
of the Orleans Princes still in Paris to
leave the city.

The Times’' speeial from Versailles
says: On Tuesdny nightthree divizions
ot the army of the Assembly, under the
immediate command of MacMahon, ad-
vanced teword the Enciente of Paris
throngh Bois de Bonlogne.
