A Riot that Happened Thirty-Three
Years Ago.

—_—

BUT NO FEDERAL TROOPS WERE CALLED
FOUR.

Otir old friend Harper, of the Ray-
mond Gazette, has been shown a copy
of the Raymond Times, dated Sep-
tember 1%; 1841, or nearly thirty-
three years ago. Among other items
of interest found recorded in the col-
umns of the Times, the following is
quite suggestive just now. The Ga-
zette says:

“The paper contains an account of
a riot at Cincinnati between the
whites and blacks. Some 300 whites
assembled and drove all the negroes
of the city from the streets, compel-
ling them to leave the town or take
refuge in hiding places. A caunon
was brought out by the whites, and
fired down the streets in tho negro
part of the town, killing and wound-
ing many negroes. The Philahthro-
pist printing office, which sided with
the negroes, was entively destroved,
and the editor and his family required
to leave the eity. The negro churel
was also destroyed.”

This, it should be remembered, oc-
curred in thé goodly city of Cinein-
nati, where there were then, and ar»
now, :about forty white people to ev-
ery miegro that can be found in the
place, Though the white people
“drove all the negroes of the city
froth the streets, compelling them to
leave town or teke refuge in hiding
places;” though they brought out a
cannon and “fired down the streets,
killing and wounding many negroes;”
though the “Philanphropist printing
office was entirely destroyed, and the
editor and his family required to
leave the city,” because he “sided
with the negroes,” and though “the
negro church was also destroyed,”
we do not read that the Mayor of
Cinecinnati or the Governor of Ohio
made an appeal to the President of
the United States for trogps, that
they proposed to. declare martial law,
or that- Ohio was threatened with the
obliteration of State lines and State
government,—[ Vicksburg Herald,

REVEREND FATHER J. B. DUFFY.
The Reverend Father J. B. Duffy,
C. 88. R., of St. Alphonsus Chureh,
died at 3 o’clock on Tuesday wmorn-
ing at Chattawa, whither he bad gone
with the hope of improving his fail-
ing health.
