The Star and Herald of Panama,
received to-day, has details of the
xizuter and destruction caused on
South Pacific Coast by the earth-
quake and tidal wave of May 9th.,-
The towns of Aries, Iquique, Ponta
de Lacos, PabCllon de Pica, Chana.
vayS, Huanillas, Toepilia, Cabija,
Mejillones de Bolivia, Autofagasta
and Chanaratal are nearly all des-
troyed. About six hundred lives
were losto

The destruction of property is es-
timated at $20,000,000, confined
mostly to the coast, although the
town of Farapaca, twenty-three lea
gues inland, and the villages of Pica,
Matilla and Conehall, far in the in-
terior, are more or less ruined. The
shipping of guano from the Southern
deposits will be indefinitely suspend-
rd, as all facilities in the way of
launches, chutes, wharves, water con
dousers and buildings of all kinds
have been swept away. The des-
traction of and damage to shipping
has been very great, and ws attnd-a ner re nd was atd.

Tie sea was suddenly perceived to
recede from the beach, and waves
from ten to fifteen feet high rolled up

on the shore, carrying all before it.

Eight times was repeated this as-

sault of the ocean, and four miles of

the embankment of the railroad melt-

ed away like sand. Locomotives,

cars tad rails were hurled about by

the sea like so many playthings, and

left in a tumbled iass of rubbish.

The United States steamer Wate-

ree, stranded by the wave of 1868,

was lifted bodily, and loated two

miles north of her old position. A

cable buoy was moved a quarter of a

mile northward.
