Our recollection
is that Mr. Eustis was not re-elected
by the Nicholls Legislature, liat as
Kellogg refused to give him his cre-
dentials, it may be that Gov. Nich-
olse supplied that defect in his title
to the office. At any rate there is no
dispute as to Judge SpoBord; he de-
rives his only claim from his elec-
tion by the only legal Legislature, af-
ter the settlement of all donbts and

disputes between the Nicholls and
Packard Governments, and we be-
lieve a large number of the Republi-
cans in the two Houses of the Legis-
lature voted for him.

The conflicting claims are before
the Senate Committee, which are en-

gaged in taking testimony and hear-
ing arguments, and It is intimated
Ihnt they are likely to stay there, un-
less the Democrats who are in a ml-
nority of only three or fonr, can get
enough Republicau votes to take the
cases out of the hands of the Com-
mittee. Judge Thurman made such
a motion, but a show of hands satis.
fled him that it would be defeated and
he had to consent to lay his motion
on the table. The present outlook
is not favorable for an early settle-
meat of the question, and after the
report of the Committee, If one
should be had at an early date, it
will still be in the power of the Re-
publicans In the Senate to delay ac-
tion on the report Indeinitlely.

THE LOUPISlAt SENIiTORIAL
QUESTION.

We must crave the indulgence of
our readers, and to the crowding out
of other matter, give them all we cean

concerning the Louisiana Senatorial
Question. Up to oua prreent writing
it has reached in the Committee
room as far as very well described in

the following Special from Washing
too, in date October 24. The well
informed and reliable correspondent
of the New Orleans Democrat thus
stales how Judge Spaffo'id prsented
his case:

"Spofford's argument to-dlay befIre
(he Committee on Privilegs and
Elections is generally conceded to be
the clearest and most practical expo-
itlion of the Louisiana tr,,bles ever

made in Washington. Th e only
drawback to it is tho fact. to use the
words of Senator Wallace, "that ar-
gument dcn't amount to a damn
with the maiority of that corn-
mittes."o

He began by giving a brief ac-
count of the powers of the Louisiana
Returning Board and State Legisla-

.re, alluding to the Electoral Com-.
mission and quoting its arguments
from the official reports of the Com-
mistion. By the returns ofelections
held in November, 1870, according to

the parish returns, approved by the
supervisors of elections, the Govern-
or, Lieutenant Governor and State
officers were elected. Also, accord-
ing to the statements of the Return-
ing Board, sitting in the city of New
Orleans, another set of State officers
was declared elected by the suppres-
sion of over 15,000 votes.

Judge Spoadord then rehearsed the
establishment of the dual Legislature
in Louisiana. The Pachard Govern-
ment in the State House and the
Nicholls Government in St. Patrictk'
Hall, New Orleans, and the story of
the barricading of the State House.
The debates and minutes of the
Nicholle Legislature were read cor-
roborating hi. statement in regard to
the illegality of Packard's Govern-
ment. The reason why the Packard
Government fell to pieces was be-
cause of the failure to obtain troops
to sustain it, from Washington.
According to the law of Louisiana,
the Returning Board had nothing to
do with the election of Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, or any State
officer. The Returning Board was
only concerned in the election of the
President and Vice-President.

He read passages from the consti-
tution, among them the famous arti-
cle forty-eight, showing the manner
of counting the vol.s and declaring
the result of an election. Judge
Spoao d claimed I.hat the sheriff of a
county or a mayor of a town was the
person charged with returning writs,
The term "returned" has always
been understood in the manner ex-
plained above. By the laws of Lou-
isiana the register of elections and
commissioners of election have so-
perseded the office formerly held by
the sherif in making returns of
elections.

Judge Spofford quoted from Bena-
tor Edmunds, of Vermont, in argu
ments in Senate contests in Louisi-
an to eshow that the Returning
Board is ad unconstitutional body.
The speaker said that such a thing
as a dual Government would be un-
known were it not for the existence
of the Returning Board. Distin-
guishebod citizens like Governor Pack-
nod, and as I am informed, Governor
Kellogg, brought sweeping accusa-
lions against fffteen or twenty par-
ishes before the Returning Board,
against which no charges whatever
were made by the commissioners of
election in the parishes where
elections were held as prescribed
by law.

With three non-elected Senators
In the Packard Legislature-Senator
Steven, who had been Sitting with
the Nicholls Legislature and had
called upon Governor Kellogg in the
State House, was forced into the
Packard Senate by a Sergeant-at-
Arms in order to obtain a quorum.
Blunt and Weber, two defeated
candidates, were included among the
members, constituting a quorunm,
and there were a dozen members

whose only title was acquired by the
Returning Board. Packard's title,
also, only rested on the eturaning
Board.

Judge Spoford claimed that on
the 10th of January, ,when Kellogg
maintained he was elected, there was
not a quorum in the Senate. There
were only seventeen present, and
nineteen were required for a quorum.
In the House Mr. Kellogg claimed
that he received sixty-six votes, six-
ty-one votes being a quorum; but I
will prove to the eommittee that ten
of the Packard House were not le
gaily elected to the positions they
occupied.

When the Nicholls Government
was recognized by the United States
Government and courts, everything
that was done by the latter factlon

dropped to the ground null and void.
That Government fell, as it deserved
to fall, etillborn; fell as the Govern-
meet from which it was the outcome- papers.

constitntion, the Secretary of State
could give sealed returns of elections
to the Speaker of the House, when,
until certificates of election has been
appended, no mean of determining
what member hada prima facie right
to a seat could be ad. Judge Spotf-
Cord admitted that unless returns
were cnpied from parish retorns it
would be diaicult to determine in
the first instance heo had a right to
Ihe seats in the Legislature.

Senator Hoar said that according
to the old coustitution of Georgia
the Secretary of State opened the
returns, and t[.c House meets and
organizes with the Speaker on the
statements of the Secretary.

Judge Spofford acknowledged that
both of the rival Governments oa
Louisiana, in the first days of their
respective organizations, were guilty
of irregularities; but at the time of
his election the Nicholis Govern-
ment was in full blast and running
according to the letter us well as the
meaning of the law.

He also showed that the State
Legislature from which he was ac-
credited had been in continuous ex-
istence ever since the legal expira-
tion of the preceding Government;
whereas the other and pretended
Legislature had existed only a irief
time, beginning and ending at dates
unknown to the law of Louisiana.

He expressly disclaimed having
ever read the words de facto and de
fare to distinguish the Packard fiom
the Nicholls Government, and based
his whole case upon the ussumption
Ihat there had been no Government
lint that of Nleholls in Louisiana
since January 4, either in law, in
equity, or in fact."

The day of colored representa-
tives in Congress is numbered. It
has been a matter of very general re-
mark, that there are butlthree col-
oled members in the present House,
Gain, Rainey and Smalls, of South
Carolina, all of whose seals are ton-
lested by white men.m In the last
House there were seven colored mem-
bers, and in the Congi ens before that
more. It is the general impression
that hereafter unless colored mem-
bers are elected in the Northern
StaLb s none will ever again be seen
in Congrese. As the three in the
present Coagrese have only been ad-
mitted on prima fa ie coaes, on eerti-
Grates manipulated by the notorious
Chamberlaia and Cardoza, cooked
Iv the fraudulent returning board of
South Carolina, it would not be at
all strange that the House Elections
CIommitee, alter a consideriitri of
heir eases, should give their seats to
