He was absent at the time the fire
oceurred, in Marthaville, Pubiioex
citement ran very high on the nighy
of the fire, and there is every resson
to believe that he would have been
lynehed or roughly handled could he
have been found.

From Friday morning up to yes-
terday evening, his preliminary ex-
amination was held before Judge
David Pierson, District Attorney D,
C. Scarborough-conducting the pros-
ecution, and Mesars. J. E, Breda and
J. M. B. Tucker defending the ac-
cused. A very large number of wit-
nesses were examined, and deep in
terest was manifested in the proceed
ings, evidenced by the number of
citizens who attended the trial
The judge sutmmed up the evi-
dence in & very lucid and able man.
ner, explaining the nature of circum-
stantial evidence and its application
to thia cage, He declded thal there
was nothiag elicited to eriminate the
acensed, and circumstanees furnished
sirong probability that the fire was
purely aceidental. The prisoner was
ordered to be discharged from custo-
dy. It will probably remain a mys-
tery how the fire ocourted,

Yesterday some -forty-two hands,
white and colored, passed through
here en route for the railroad, They
wara from St: Louis, Mo., and Little
Rock, Ark. They seemed in great
good humor, passing the tima while
hiere in singing and jig daneing.

When the
expense of living, as well as the con
tinnous snd burdensome work is ta-
ken into consideration, they will find
that they have drawn an “elephant”
rather than a prize in life’s fickle
lottery.

Last night the City Council held a
meeting and took steps to at ouce
organize a fire department here and
to procure neeessary fire apparatus,
Had the warnings which the Vindi-
cator uttered repeatedly for several
months past been heeded, the recent
disastrous conflagration would doubt-
less have been stayed; howevar, it is
not too late to prevent a like
oceurrence.

Some very ridienlous incidents oc-
curred at the fire, but I give only
two or three, in order to show hew
