CIGARETTE POISON.

Physicians are generally agreed
that cigarettes smoke is the worst
form o which tobacco can be used,
since the paper is often poisonous,
the tobacco artificially flavored, and
the smoke is inhaled into the lungs.
'Fhie {Philadelphia TFimes publishes
the opinions of several leading med
ical men to the above effect. Dr,
Pepper, provost of the Univeraity of
Pennsylvania, declares that ciga
rettes bring on indigestion and im
paired vision; Dr, Risley, an oculist,
says that he lias -bad two patienta;
within a week who have been made
blind by smoking, and other doctors
are equally emplatic. As he is
known in this vicieity, we quote in
full the uttermnce of Dr. Roberts
Bartholow: 2

It is high time that something
were done to put a stop to this fright
ful evil, which is stunting

growth nnd raiving the beslth of;

thousands of boys, It is just horri-
ble to see these boya—liwje fellows,
muny of them not more than eight
or ten years oid, not street boys, but
well dressed and carefully nurtored
bays—gathered in Kknots in some
eorner, where they think they will
not be observed, learning to smoke,
Parents sco their sons geiting thin
and yellow and irritable, the family
doctor 19 called io, and without go
ing to the root of the evil prescribes
tonics which do no perceptible good.
“The prodigious increase of ciga-
relte smoking among boys in the
tast four years” continued Dr, Bar-
tholow, getting up from his chair
and walking up and down his hsud
some parlor to the energy of his in-
diznation, “is an evil which will tend
to the deterioration of the race if it
is not checked, But it is not bard
to account for, Boys are very imi-
tative, They follow the fashion with
promptoess and zeal. Cigarettes are
the rage at Harvard, It is the cor-
reet thing to smoke these poisonous
fittle rolls of tobaceo and paper.—
Whatever is fashionable in a credit
school like Harvard is sure in a very
short time to be fashionsble among
younz men and boys all over the
eountry. Anotber great cause of the
misehicl is that boys are fond of im-
itating their elders, Swoking fo
pnhhc places ouglit to be discharged.
There ought to be sentiment created
against it, and the press is the pow-
er to create such a sentiment. Eve-
ry man when he smokes in public
onght to think that he is encoura-
ging some boy to smoke. The boy
will smoke a cigareite, imngining
that he will get less tobaceoe in thay
way, and ignorant of the fact that
vigarette smoking is the most perni-
eious form in which tobaceo is used.
‘T'obacco in any form is a great inju-
ry to a growing boy, and the fashion
ol inbaling the smoke and then for-
cing it out through the nose is dead-
ly in its eflocts. It caases catarrh
in the air passages, throat and nose,
and make the smoker disgusting, as
well as puony and stunted. You
will find that these cigarette smok
ing youths have impaired digestions,
small and poor muscles, irritable
tempers, and & lack of capacity for
substantial effort of any kiod, and 1
believe you will find that they do not
suceeed in life. “The men who win
are the men of strong physique. A
cigarelle smoking lm_v will not make
a strong man. These are some of
the evils which theindividual brings{ —
upon himself. But the mischief does
not stop with the individuai, but is
transmitted to his offspring, Ner-
vous pecalinrities are just as readily
transmitted ag physical peculinrities.
‘I'he acgniced irritability, imperTect
development and loss of neryous
force of the futher Is inherited by
the child, who in turn further im-
pairs his health by the same pro-
¢sg, 80 that in the course of three
opfour generations there must be a
grreat deterioration in the race. The
.ale of cigarettes to boya should be
,_.u.hnmed by law.—[Exchange,
