Mrs. Martha Davidson and Mrs. Lewis
Pexada survive him.,

fu earvty life the deceased entered ac-
tively into politics as a Demoerat and
was several times selected by that par-
Ly to hold important positions. He was
once seut to the Legislature, In 1838
he was elected State ‘Treasurer and
when his term expired he held by ap-
pointment of President Buchanan first
the Presideney of the State Board df
Cuarrency and afterwards of Upifed
States Marshall for the Distriet of Lou-
isiana, which position he was holding
when New Orleans fell into the hands
of the Federals. He had been one of
the delegates from Lhis State to the Bal-
timore Nalional Democratie Convention
and withdrew from that Convention
apon the nominaticn of Mr. Douglass
and was returned with the delegation
fo the subsequent Convention which
nominated Mr, Breckinvidge at Charles-
ton. He was in the Mexican war as
Adjutant of Col. 3. F. Murks’ regi-
ment, and when our eivil war broke out
he was amongst the tirst to leave his
family and volunteer, Ie did not,
however, attach bimself regularly to
any command but served as scout amd
sharp shooter, for which position he
was peeulinrly fitted by the many vears
of hislife spent in the woods—days of
which he was always fond of talking
He served some
time in Yirginiaand was-an active par-
ticipant in the battla of Shiloh from
wheuce he had but just retnrned when
New Orleans fells Frow there he went
to Butou Rouge and joined a company
of rangers then being formed and serv-
ed with them in the border wartare of
that section—he having been mean-
while appointed Provost Marshal of
that place, until it was occopied by the
Federals. On the way to the battle of
Baton Rouge he was shot and wounded
in the neck and through the handin a

Iy wounded that he was permanently
Jdisabled tor farther service. Notwith=
standing which he was eaptured by the
Federals and was confined in prison in
New Orleans, suffering us he wus from
his wounds, for more than a yrar and
was flnally exchanged as a prisoner
of war, B,

'The war ended, hmT}hn in health,
property and means all gone, with a
family of boys on lis hauds to educate
and support, he determined to abandon
planting and seck some other menus of
snpport. He had long had an iden of
atdopting the profession of the law and
had eursorily studied it for years, Af-
ter a brief preparation, he did what
few men of his years would have
thought of doing—past fifty years of
age, when others are ready to abandon
the active pursuits of life, huving pass-
ed a eraditable examination, he entered
upon the practice of a new profession
and in active rivalry with confessedly
one of the strongest Bars in the State.
fle had o short partuership with Mr.
E. T Lewis, who soon moved away.

It is within the knowlaedge of the
most of those who will read this tri-
bute, how well he acquitted himself at
the law, until ill health deprived him
of the power to labor, Even then he
was unwilling to give it up and his
most ¢herished desire was to fall with
the harpess on. This wish was not to
be gratified as the nialady that carried
him off kept him confined to his house
for eight long and weary months of
suffering such as but few mortals are
called upon to endure in this world.

Like most of the men reared in the
times and places that teaeh self-reli-
ance, he was impatient of restraint and
intolerant of opposition. When, atter
the war, be returned to the home of his
boyhood, to find the control of aflairs in
the hands of new men and to find it
fashionable to spurn the counsel of the
elder politicians—when he found him-
self thus ent off from the place of infin-
enca he had once held and which he
thought himself entitled fo mainfain,
he grew restive. And when, finally,
the party with which e had alwaya
aftiliated and which still claimed his
reverence ns it had his fealty and held
his life-long hopes, was made to sacri-
fice principle for policy, was led into
such strange companionship as that of
Warmoth and went whoring after such
strange gods as Greely he revolted.—
The issue proved his political sagacity,
for after all the sacrifices made to War-
moth we had four years of Kellogg,
and after all the bitter humiliation of
the alliance with Horace Greely we
had eight years of Grant and Hayes.

The writer cannot undertake o form
and express a just estimate of his char-
acter. He held tennciously to his con-
victions in spite of all epposition and
was never restrained in the expression
of his opinions of men and measures by
any considerations of policy or pros-
ect of advantage from silence. He
phad & serupulons sense of duty and
would brave all hazards in the dis-
charze of what he thought to be its dic-
tates. He never deserted a friend and
it may almost be said that he never
forgave an enemy, unless npon a frank
acknowledgment of fault, He was
