—Flaky Soda Biscuits: Mix together
a quart of very dry flour, a teaspoonful
of baking soda, two of cream of tartar,
and a saltspoonful of salt; pass throngh
a sicve, then chop in two ounces of
butter or lard, and mix quickly with
milk to make a very soft dough. Flonx
the board well, roll out, sprinkle with
flour, double it over and roll out again;
cut inte biseuits half an inch thick. Bake
in & very hot oven about fifteen min-
utes.— Good Housekeeping.

This is
from a painful realization of the danger
of not getting a square meal if they de-
lay.
