is what the farmers must count on. The
farmers are now brought in competition
with other pursuits, and if they ean not
afford to pay the same prices that others
pay, they must expeet to be short of
Heretofore no class of men
have ever procured labor as cheap as
the farmers have, hence when brought
in eompetition with other pursuits, and
the price of laboris raised upon them,
they think they can not pay such prices.
As such, the farmers must caleulate on
having to pay higher wages in future,
and eonsequently they had best begin
to arrange the mode of farming to meet
those conditions.

I shall make no suggestions to the
changes that must be made, for that is
a matter that every farmer must study
ont, and male his plans to suit his own
cireumstances; but this I will say, high-
priced labor demands intensive farming,
and a diversity of erops that can be cul-
tivated and harvested with machinery.
With the yonng men of the country,
both white and black, the tendeney is to
leave the farms and seek other ocenpa-
They seem to have an aversion
to farming, and will accept employment
where the work is harder, the situation

with such tools to work with, and with
such Jaxity in enforcing the road laws,
how can we expect anything better?
The only relief that we can see is in
an entire change of the law regulating
the working of roads. Instead of the
present inefficient system of requiring
so many days' lahor—that is so badly
performed—let a speeial tax be levied
for road purposes. With this fund let
each parish purchase one or two good
road machines, & ditching-machine, a
road-plow and some scrapers. Then let
out the contract to some capable man
for the year to ditch and grade the roads
in a proper manner—he giving bond and
security for an efficient and faithful
performance of his duties. This plan
would doubtless cost much more at
first, but by having high road-
beds graded and thoroughly drained,
it wounld prove a matter of economy and
saving of time in the course of two or
three years, Because, when good, high
and solid road-beds were once estab-
lished, it would require but little labor
to keep them in repair and in first-class
condition; then travel would be unob-
structed throughout the entire year:
few wagons or other vehicles would be
broken down; and full loads could be
hauled to and from the marts of trade.
If a special tax should not be levied for
said purpose, instead of calling out so
many hands liable to road duty under
the existing law, then, at least, get the
improved implements mentioned, so
that we may expedite work, and af the
same time have the grading and drain-
ing performed in a snbstantial and per-
manent manner. One road machine,
drawn by a good team in the hands ofa
man of good judgment, will do more
and better work than twenty men un-
der the present system. Let us have a
change of some kind; becaunse a country
without good solid roads can not be
prosperous and progressive, The “old
