vepublicnn next year and not give New
Yorlk to the demoerats. With the latter
in the demoeratic column, it is easy to
figrmre cut u majority of the electoral
vote, It is evident from the voting
done in Maryland, Virginia, and other
sonthern states that they will all he
carried by the democrats next year.
They have 150 electoral votes. New
Jersey has just indicated that it is
more strongly democratic than ever

Connecticut is equally safe. Indiana
cave over 20,000 majority for the demo-
crats in a vote of muen political sig-
nificance last year. The recent vote
at Indianapolis, the home of the presi-
dent, was more democratic than usual,
and a sign of the popular deift. There
can be no rational republican hope of
carrying Indiang in the national elec-
tion.

THE FARMING WORLD.

A WINTER BEE HOUSE.

More Protection, the Less Stores
Need to Be Provided.

Onr illustration represents a house
for winter protection of bees. The
foundation may bhe of any approved
construction so long as it is firm and
prevents the wind and cold from
sweeping under it and does not form a
lodging place for mice and other ver-
mn. Stone of course is best. The
walls and roof are of three thicknesses
of lumber, the space between the outer
two being filled with sawdust or other
good packing material to keep out
cold. Ventilating tubes to take in or
extend to just above the roof at one or
more sides, and at the highest point of
the roof a cupola or cther ventilating
opening is placed: the chief require-
ment being that the top openings of
the side ventilators shall be consider-

ably lower than the eentral cupola to
faeilitate a eiveulation of air. Have the
door of the house fit closely. Place the
hives upon shelves attached to the
walls, or sét them upoa the floor;
probably the laiter is preferable as the
vibration will be less. Bees so protect-
ed will winter upon less stoves than if
left out in the wind and cold, and will
be in better condition in the spring, If
the house is provided with windows on
the sunny side (and wooden shutters
for winter use), so that the heat of the
sun may warm the atmosphere, the
bees need not be moved ont atall. The
shade atforded will be valuable during
the heat of suimnmer, and the open door-
ray and windows will allow the bees
free entrance.—Orange Judd Farmer.

THE THERMOMETER.

Why 1t Should Always Accompany the
Winter Dalry.

Theve is one thing very important in
the winter dairy, whieh, perhaps, I
shonld have placed first, and that is
the food of the cows; for, without
something else than hay, you will not
make very fine butter. Milk feed and
cornmeal ave about the best for yield
and quality, although there are many
other urticles of food which will be
useful and contributz to the appetite
and health of the cattle. The process
for the winter duiry is similar to that
of the summer, with the exception of
the regulation as to the temperature
of room, ete., which is follows: Par-
ticular care shonld be taken not to let
the milk get cold before placing it in
the dairy room, says an authority, for
should it bec completely chilled, the
eream will not rise well. Add about a
gill of warm water to the sour milk
for each pan, before straining into it
which will greatly facilitate the rising
of the cream. Keep the temperature
of the room as near fifty-eight degrees
TFahrenheitas possibleand guard against
the air being dry by having a small
vessel of water upon the stove, or else
a dry coat will form upon the sorface
of the ecream. The cream shounld be
kept in a colder place than the dairy

room until the night before chwrning,

when it might be placed in the warm
room, so that its temperature shall be
about fifty-eight degrees. The churn
may be prepared by scalding it, and
then reduced to the same temperature
as the eream by cold water, using the
thermometer as o test. This regula-
tion of temperature is of the greatest
importance: for, should it be too low,
you will be a long time churning :and
have poor, tasteless butter; if too higl,
the butter will be soft and white.—

A PROFITABLE CROP.

Beans Pay Whenever and Wherever They
Are Properly Cultivated.

Beans reguive rich soil, but i the
pean fodder is carefully saved and fed
with refusze beans to sheep the erop is
not nearly so exhaustive as many oth-
ers. Only the grain is sold, and thirty
bushels of beans per acre will not re-
move more plant food than can be re-
placed by two hundred weight each nf
phosphate und nitrate of soda.  Years
ago, in war times, beans suddenly wl-
vanced in price to$4, and éven & per
bushel.  Nothing in graln farming
compares with beans for raising money
quickly and with moderate amount of
labor. Many farms were bought and
mainly puid for with the proceeds of
the besn crop.  Beans took their place
in the rotation. Acrop yielding twenty-
five to thirty bushels per acre sold
often for S100 per acre, or as much as
the original cost of the land. By the
time the whole farm had been “*beaned”
it was paid for. Heans were put in
with a drill or with bean planters, sct-
ting the plants in hills with rows far
enough apart one way to cultivate be-
tween. Most of the cultivation was
done with horse power. Now there
ure bean-harvesting machines that
greatly lessen the backaching laboi of
bean pulling. Thrashing, too, that
used to be dome with the flail or by
tramping out the beans, is now accom-
plished more perfectly by bean-thrash
ers. Meding, N, Y., is a region where
more beans are grown than anywhere
else in the worid. —American Cultiva
tor. '

A brightred comb, bright wat-
tles, bright e¢yes, clean feathers and a
happy disposition are indications of
good layers.  All hens have bright red
ecombs when beginning to lay, but it is
before the hens begin that more infor-
mation is desired. Breed for good lay-
ers. Seleet the best: every year and
mate them with a male from a good
laying strain or breed. When one finds
2 lot of drones in a2 flock get rid of
them and breed from those which are
productive. The rule that “like begets
like” holds good with poultry just the
