PROGRESS OF WOMAN SUFFRAGE.

ThO Ca. HaM Adwmn ed Twety ter. un
Tlhe pasut Twelve monthas.

The past ye has ben one omen-
tons in remlt to tib advocates of equal
sufrage. A brief reoampitlstion is sffl-
ieelt to show that the cause has ad-

vanced 0 years In the past IS montha
through practical illustration of the
worcings of political equality. In less
progrealve localities the qieation bu
been dismcsedaud pablio interestarona
ed,wbhih sl thie firt step toward atoa
results.

In November, 1893, the women Of
New Zcalnnd wer edfranchised, oating
at all tie leections for all andidates
They Curel Ut returnm t better men
In several districts than had ever ben
elected before and ordained the retire
munt of others who, they claimed, di
not represent the best s-ial and polit-
ioal elements and were projudicial to
the best intereslt of the olony. Having
been qualifid to vote, they disbanded
their franchise lague ad organized
the Political Edlnational league and
have devoted their time to a careful
study o colonial politics One amuning
feature of the year in Now Zealand has
ben a storm dbate In parliament as
to their eliglbliity to emnbarship in
thailmporlintody. The women them-
olve hbad expresed no desire fto saob
advancerna ntl but the hoIorable nem-
ba, atidpating thli ftinlly, were
looking the inllitabtl i, the face.

The example of New Zeallnd proving
o salutary, the enfranchisoment of

womlun wasaIlao discussed nt bloth the
parliament of Victoria adl New Soth
Wales, In both of whish colonle it will
probably e adopted during the present
year.
